HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER:

This is a very small unit.  Only 10 people are attached to the ANT.  We are located right next to the Hudson River.  It is very remote here and not a lot of activities for young people.  If you like to hunt or ski you will be fine.  There are several big Ski mountains within 45 minutes of the unit.  Also we are located right next to the Catskill Mountains State Forest.  There is hiking, biking, rock climbing and many other outdoor activities.  There is small Mall close by.  There are 2 larger malls about 45 minutes away.  New York City is about 2 and ½ hours away and a train is available if you prefer.   Unit morale is very good and the crew is very close.  We generally work hard and then after the work is done, we play hard as well. The area is very rural.  If you are a “City” person, you probably will not like it here, unless you are willing to face new challenges of the urban life.  We are about 2 and ½ hours north of New York City by car or train.  There is not a whole lot of night life activity and you definitely need a vehicle to be able to get around.  There are several Colleges and Universities nearby if you wish to go to college part time.  There are 3 major ski areas within 45 minutes from the unit.  If you like to mountain bike, hike, hunt or fish, this is the place for you!  The Catskill Mountains are very close and the scenery is beautiful here.  There are a couple of Malls in the area, one is about 15 minutes away, and there are two larger malls about 45 minutes away.  

The unit is very small with only 10 people so you get to do a variety of different things. Duty is great!  You stand Beeper duty for one week at a time and then 3 or 4 weeks off depending on how many watchstanders there are qualified.  Duty consist of making a morning and evening round of the unit and boats, checking the message board for message traffic, and calling the OOD of OinC if you have any problems.  Single members live at the UPH right next door to the ANT.  Life is pretty good there and the command does not bother you too much and lets you have your space away from work.  

The job is very rewarding and we keep pretty busy during the months when the river is not frozen from March until November.  From December thru February we slow down a bit and try to do as much training as possible.  This year we went on several Morale Ski trips.  Overall it is a great place to start your career in the Coast Guard if you want to be a BM or a MK.  If not, then maybe a larger unit is for you with more exposure to the other ratings.  Call the unit first if you are interested in speaking with any of us.  We are more than happy to let you know what life is like here at ANT Saugerties.
