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Coat of Arms

The use of red, white, and blue represent the traditional colors of the U.S. Coast Guard.  The smaller shield depicts the Point Bonita Light that marks the entrance to San Francisco Bay.  The stylized waves allude to the treacherous waters off Point Bonita from which George Cobb plucked three shipwrecked men, represented by the three red bars.  Red is the color of valor and courage.  The eagle is adapted from the Lighthouse Service Logo.  The life ring embodies the Coast Guard’s life saving mission.  The lighting bolts represent the technically advanced navigation and propulsion systems on board.  The oar represents the life boat George Cobb used in his rescue, and the sword represents the Coast Guard’s law enforcement mission


	USCGC GEORGE COBB is the fourteenth and final “Keeper” Class coastal buoy tender built by Marinette Marine Corporation of Marinette, Wisconsin.  Launched on December 18th, 1999, GEORGE COBB transited to San Pedro, California where she was commissioned on October 27th, 2000.

GEORGE COBB was designed using advanced marine architecture techniques, and was built using modular construction.  The hull consists of four “blocks” built separately then put together after each space is complete.  The upper superstructure was also constructed separately, then hoisted into the air and welded on top of the completed hull.  To ensure year-round work in the harsh Wisconsin winters, she was built indoors, and the complete ship was “walked” across the yard to be launched.  Built at a cost of $12 million, GEORGE COBB is 175’ long, 36’ wide, and displaces just under 900 tons. The ship carries 16,000 gallons of fuel, 7,000 gallons of water, and has a maximum speed of 12 knots.

The “Keeper” class cutters are named after famous lighthouse keepers of the past.  George Cobb was the 2nd Assistant Keeper at the Point Bonita Light when, on the evening of December 26th, 1896, he single handedly rescued three men from a sail boat during a storm, pulling two out of the water and one off the rocks.  For his efforts, George Cobb was awarded the Silver Lifesaving Medal.  The Coast Guard began as the Revenue Cutter Service in 1790.  In 1915, the Revenue Cutter Service was combined with the Lifesaving Service.  In 1939, the Lighthouse Service was added to complete the modern day Coast Guard.  With a total force of just over 45,000, the Coast Guard is the nations smallest armed service.
