ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

CG Group Woods Hole
CG Group Woods Hole is a CG facility and does not keep a gate guard on duty 24 hours a day.  It is recommended that you report to the cutter prior to 1600 so the gate will be manned.  If you do arrive after the gate is closed the communications center watchstander will have to allow you onto base.

NO WEAPONS SHOULD BE BROUGHT TO MONOMOY FOR STORAGE WHILE REPORTING IN and random vehicle searches are conducted daily regardless of THREATCON status.  All members require a military ID to gain entrance to the facility.

Duty Sections:

MONOMOY normally runs a one-man duty section.  One person is responsible for the safety and security of the ship each evening.  The cutter is equipped with a Intruder Detection System whenever the OOD is asleep in the evening and all permenant personnel are expected to strive to qualify as an OOD.  The normal rotation for non-qualified personnel is 1 in 3 and the qualified rotation varies from 1 in 3 to 1in 9.

Directives:

MONOMOY’s Shipboard Organization Manual should be read as soon as possible upon reporting.  These directives contain valuable information about command policies and procedures.  They are located on the Messdeck or in the Ships Office.

Recall:

Normally, MONOMOY is in some sort of recall status.  The normal recall status ranges from B-2 to B-24. You are required to provide and maintain a current recall phone number and address at all times.  In case of an emergency the ship must be able to reach/locate you immediately.  You are solely responsible for ensuring that your recall information is accurate and should provide this as soon as you report aboard.  You will be issued a pager as soon as it is possible to obtain one for you to aid in recall.

Normal Workday

The workday normal begins at 0645 and junior petty officers can expect to complete tasks within rate through the day and be let off prior to 1600.  The majority of the outdoor work is reserved for the warmer summer months while the winter is dedicated to interior maintenance for deck department personnel.

CHECKING-IN:

Report in the uniform of the day to the brow, USCGC MONOMOY, located at Berth 3 onboard Coast Guard Group Woods Hole in Woods Hole Massachusetts.  Your sponsor should arrange to meet you upon your arrival and assist you in getting situated, it is recommended that you call ahead to ensure your sponsor is onboard the day you are scheduled to report (otherwise you will be given a person to guide you around by the OOD when you report and meet with your sponsor at a later date).

UNIFORM OF THE DAY:

The Tropical Blue Long Uniform is now approved for year round use Coast Guard wide as an approved alternate to the Service Dress Blue Uniform as uniform of the day. 

DUTY:

MONOMOY does not have an on-call designated duty driver.  You should arrange transportation in advance if needed through the cutter or YN2 Leighton (508- 457-3272), if the cutter is underway.

HOUSING:

General - Cape Cod is still considered Mandatory Housing by the Coast Guard.  The CO at the Air Station has authorized the Housing Office to grant waivers to all E-5 and above assigned to afloat units from the mandatory assignment,  BUT, they must first submit their request to that office on form CG-5267 (Application for Assignment to Military Housing).  If the request is granted, the housing office will issue Form DD-1747 (Status of Housing Availability) to the member.  It is that form that the member needs to receive any entitlements such as BAH with/without or DLA for single members.  See enclosed web pages for more information on CG housing.
You must contact the Otis Officer at (508) 968-6331 or the RELIANCE Executive Officer at (508) 457- 3283 to help determine your housing eligibility.

Military Lease Clause:  If you sign a private lease, be sure a military (transfer) clause is included in your lease.  The below military clause is example of one which should be used:

“The said LESSOR agrees that in the event said LESSEE shall be transferred by military orders from ____________, or be required to occupy government quarters, then, in either of such events, said LESSEE has and shall have the right to terminate this lease prior to the date of expiration there of by delivering to the LESSOR a thirty (30) day notice in writing of such transfer or assignment, and the effective date thereof, said notice to be sent to the LESSOR by registered mail.”Pets:  A few landlords in the North Bend/Coos Bay area allow pets.  Those who do restrict the number and size of the pets, and usually require a $25 to $200 deposit, all or part of which may be non-refundable.  With the weather conditions associated with the Northwest, finding good rentals that accept pets is difficult.

            Permissive Orders For House Hunting:  Permissive orders for “house hunting trips” consist of up to ten days authorized absence to search for a new residence at the new duty station.  This is specifically for the benefit of members with PCS orders. The five days absence is issued at the discretion of the Commanding Officer of the old duty station.  It may be combined with leave or liberty to extend the period, but may not be combined with any travel, proceed time, or leave incident to PCS orders.  Article 7-A-10.b(7) of the Personnel Manual allows the Commanding Officer at the gaining unit to grant administrative absences during circumstances (such as distance, cost, or TAD) for up to five working days when the member is unable to make use of permissive orders 

for house hunting prior to departing the last unit.

Temporary Lodging Expense (TLE):  TLE is authorized for:

1.  A total of 10 days in connection with a PCS between two PDS’s (permanent duty station) in CONUS; (For example, 5 days in the vicinity of the old and 5 days in the vicinity of the new PDS or 10 days in the vicinity of either the old or new PDS, but not both).

2.  10 days in connection with a PCS from outside CONUS to a CONUS PDS.

Temporary lodging for which TLE is authorized must, in fact, be a temporary place of residence. Lodgings occupied upon initial arrival at a new PDS location which are permanent type residence quarters into which a members moves his or her household goods (HHG) and continues occupancy indefinitely will not be considered temporary lodgings for TLE.  Keep receipts and declare TLE when you submit your PCS travel claim.
Before Accepting Off Base Housing:

DO...
Decide if you will or will not accept leased housing when it becomes available.

DO...
Make a thorough search of the surrounding area to find a house or an apartment suitable as to location and rent to meet your needs.

DON’T RUSH.  Do not accept a rental that you and your family will not be happy with.

Accepting an Off Base Rental:

DO...
Explain to the landlord, if you intend to accept leased housing, that you will move into government quarters when they become available.

DO...
Read lease or rental agreements thoroughly and request changes or modifications to clauses you cannot meet.  

DO...
Verify the amount of rent, ask if any of the following are included in the rent: water, electricity, gas, trash collection and cable TV service.

DO...
Be aware that most rentals require first and last months rent plus a deposit be paid 

immediately.

DO...
Ensure the facility is not subject to summer rates.

DO...
Ensure that you have written verification if security, cleaning and damage deposits, or pet fees are refundable upon termination of tenancy.

DO...
Have the landlord conduct an inspection/inventory with you at the rental premises.

DO...
Obtain a copy of everything you sign.  Massachusetts Real Estate Law entitles you to a copy at the time of your signature to any document concerning Real Property.

DON’T 
Enter into any lease or agreement you do not intend to honor.

DON’T
Accept quarters where the lease or rental agreement does not include a military release clause for a permanent change of station.

AIRPORTS:

The nearest major airports to MONOMOY are located in Boston Massachusetts, Providence, RI. All are located within a 90 minute drive of the base.  

HISTORY AND FACTS ABOUT USCGC MONOMOY:


USCGC MONOMOY (WPB-1326) was the 26th of the 110’ Island Class patrol boats built by the Bollinger Machine Ship and Shipyard in Lockport, Louisiana. MONOMOY was commissioned on 19 May 1989 in her current homeport of Woods Hole Massachusetts.  Coast Guard Cutter MONOMOY is named for Monomoy Island, a narrow strip of land marking the northeastern entrance to Nantucket Sound, and is the only Island class patrol boat located near its namesake.  This cutter is the second vessel to proudly bear the name MONOMOY.  USS MONOMOY (AG 40), which served as a World War II convoy escort vessel, was the first ship assigned this name.

In its short lifetime, MONOMOY has distinguished herself many times in the performance of Coast Guard Missions to include Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, Marine Mammal Protection, Maritime Pollution Response, Commercial Fishing Vessel Safety, Recreational Boating Safety, Presidential Security, Alien Migration Interdiction, Public Relations/Community Affairs, and Homeland Security.

MONOMOY has played an integral part in protecting New England’s depleted fishing stock by preventing fishing in designated closed areas.  MONOMOY has also worked in conjunction with the Center for Costal Studies and the National Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration to protect the endangered Right Whale through sightings, and aids in educating recreational boaters when in the vicinity of these magnificent animals.

Since October 1996, MONOMOY has conducted over 300 Law Enforcement boardings resulting in ten escorts of fishing vessels discovered in designated closed areas and one cocaine seizure; Cooperated with the Marine Mammal Protection Act by providing 77 whale sightings; conducted 36 search and rescue cases; provided security for President Clinton and his family while vacationing on Martha’s Vineyard and President George Bush while at home in Kennebunkport, ME.

MONOMOY has been recognized numerous times for its many accomplishments.  MONOMOY’s crew have received 2 Coast Guard Unit Commendation Medals for saving the crew of the fishing vessel TRUE LIFE and for aiding in the wreckage recovery following the TWA flight 900 disaster.

MONOMOY has also received two Coast Guard Meritorious Unit Commendations.  The first award was presented for saving the crew of the Fishing Vessel SUZANNE D that was taking on water in heavy seas.  The second was awarded for exceptional performance between 1994-1996 when she conducted 25 Law Enforcement patrols, in support of OPERATION FOXWOOD, a joint US/CANADA search and rescue operation and OPERATION ABLE MANNER, a multi-unit operation in the Caribbean resulting in the rescue of 71 migrants from unseaworthy vessels.

MONOMOY’s other awards include: The Department of Transportation Gold Medal for Outstanding Achievement, Coast Guard Bicentennial Unit Commendation, National Defense Service Medal, Humanitarian Service Medal, and five Special Operations Service Ribbons.

MONOMOY’s most noteworthy and proud accomplishments come from the realm of search and rescue.  The crew of MONOMOY displayed outstanding seamanship skills in nearly every search and rescue case that is undertaken, but the most noteworthy normally involve the commercial fishing fleet.  MONOMOY’s crew battled seas in excess of 15 feet and winds in excess of 50 knots during the search and rescue cases involving the F/V PREDATOR, the F/V TWO DUKES, and F/V MAX & ANDREW.

In March of 1998 patrolling in support of OPERATION FRONTIER SHIELD, MONOMOY intercepted 920 pounds of cocaine off the coast of Puerto Rico.  The street value of the drugs was approximately $42 Million Dollars.  OMONOMOY now displays her first Cocaine Snowflake decal in recognition of this achievement.

MONOMOY was also tasked with the Homeland Security mission immediately following the terrorist attacks on September 11th 2001.  MONOMOY patrolled inside New York Harbor alongside many of the patrol boats homeported in District One.

WEATHER:

The weather in Woods Hole is classic New England weather.  New Hampshire is blessed with four full and distinct seasons.  Summer months are normally in the 75-85 degree range and there are several major beaches within a 30 minute drive of the base.  The winter is characteristically cold and snowy.  The Spring time is mild with temperatures in the mid 60s while the Fall brings cool temperatures once again. Woods Hole is a popular tourist destination in the summer.  The ferry that travels several times each day to Martha’s Vineyard is the nearest commercial property by the CG base.  Cape Cod also offers a variety of beaches those on the seaward side offering more active water while those on the Bay side offering more tranquil settings and is often mobbed with tourists throughout the summer months.
