HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER: 

    Member can expect a rigorous break in process.  Members are given two months to qualify as an INPORT watch stander, six months for underway watch and six months for Damage Control Qualification.  During this time member will also be working toward advancement.  In addition member may be directed to qualify as a boarding team member.  All members will attend a week long tactical law enforcement training program at the earliest available opportunity, this is usually within the first six months aboard.  Member can expect a two weeks INPORT followed by two weeks of a recall.  During the INPORT work weeks (Charlie period) personnel work Monday through Friday, 0645 until your department head lets you go.  This is normally between 1300 to 1500.  Saturday and Sunday are not work days but may be a duty day for the member. In any given month a member will have one full weekend off, one Friday duty day,  one Saturday duty day and one Sunday duty day.  During the 14 day recall period (bravo period) expect to be underway for at least eight days.  During the summer months it is common for the cutter to be underway for 10-12 days out of the entire bravo period.  While underway anticipate a high operational tempo.  In a normal bravo period the cutter may work on three or four of it’s primary missions.  All hands are involved in every evolution onboard.  Thus it is important that new members work hard to qualify as quickly as possible. 

    Key West has much to offer the person who enjoys the out doors.  Millions of people visit each year  for the excellent boating, fishing and diving.  There is a party downtown every night and many festivals throughout the year such as the offshore power boat championships, fantasy fest, spring break and numerous others.  The community is small and friendly with almost no crime.  Everything is a walk or a bike ride away.  The crew is very tight. We play a variety of sports before work on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Sometimes we play against each other and sometimes we challenge other cutters.  We have a total of eight WPB’s and tow MEC’s along with a station and ANT team here at the group and we all compete for the Conch cup.  This is a great place to get your CG career started, your qualifications will only be limited by your enthusiasm to learn.  So report aboard ready to work hard to learn, work harder underway accomplishing our many missions and work even harder at enjoying the many activities that the south Florida keys have to offer.
