Operations:

Operations: TYBEE fills all of the classic roles assigned to 110’ patrol boats.  A multi-mission platform, TYBEE responds to the Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, Homeland Security, and Public Affairs needs in Activities San Diego’s AOR.  TYBEE also conducts longer, more focused counter narcotics patrols with Joint Interagency Task Force (JIATF) South as far south as Costa Rica.

Concerns/Issues:
Mixed gender assignments:  As one of four Coast Guard mixed gender Island Class Patrol Boats, TYBEE has to work closely with detailers to maintain an equitable gender balance aboard.  Every personnel decision must consider berthing constraints as well as ensuring that both men and women are evenly represented throughout the chain of command.

Secure Comms:  Our operations increasingly call on us to work closely with numerous other federal, state and local agencies such as the US Navy, ICE, BCBP, and Harbor Police.  We need a comms plan and installed radios that will allow secure comms with multiple agency codes in order for us to carry out these operations with secure comms to non-CG teammates.

 Significant Cases in the Last Year:

Marijuana/BUI case:  A boarding off San Clemente Island led to a Personal Use quantity seizure of marijuana and BUI on board a commercial fishing vessel.  Activities San Diego effectively coordinated with TYBEE, BLACKFIN, Group LA/LB and local law enforcement to ensure a legal and timely termination of their voyage and prosecution of the case.

South Pats:  TYBEE conducted a JIATF-S patrol from Jan-Mar 03 and saved 109 migrants stranded on a disabled vessel whose captain & crew had abandoned 2 days earlier.  TYBEE also sank two go-fast vessels that had been involved in cocaine trafficking in international waters off of El Salvador after the operators were detained.

Joint ops: TYBEE conducted several joint ops and training with BICE in order to improve secure comms between agencies.

LE:  TYBEE’s focus in LE remains on the U.S./Mexican border for counter-narcotics & illegal aliens.
