Area consists of numerous white sand beaches and surf spots.  Hawaii has a tropical climate, with temperatures ranging from 75-90 degrees year round, and easterly winds from 5-25 knots.  Recreational activities include (but are not limited to) outdoor sports, fishing, diving, surfing, mountain biking, hiking, rollerblading, and golf.  Nightlife includes bars featuring local bands, dance clubs, country bars, and cultural excursions.  There are several movie theaters, cultural restaurants, museums, cultural exchange presentations, etc.

Junior enlisted members are required to work hard, but are rewarded by having rare professional growth opportunities.  Non-rated personnel stand underway watches normally reserved for junior petty officers (Quartermaster of the Watch and Underway Engineer of the Watch).  A variety of collateral duties are available to non-rated personnel who show initiative and motivation, providing challenging opportunities and high levels of responsibility.  After watch station qualification, non-rated personnel are encouraged to qualify as rescue swimmers, small boat crewmembers and coxswains, and boarding team members.  Non-rated personnel act as loaders and gunners for the .50 caliber machine guns when the ship is at General Quarters.

The CGC WASHINGTON often participates in morale events when underway, which include swim calls, skeet shoots, fish calls, and card or board game tournaments.  During typical Homeland Security patrols, we remain on the south shore of Oahu, but do make trips to outer islands, where crewmembers have the opportunity of exploring new cultures and lifestyles.  Trips to Midway, Guam, American Samoa, Christmas Island, and other Central Pacific Islands are rare, but a welcome adventure away from homeport.
