UNITS MISSIONS:  Provide support to our Tenant Command units.  Support is provided through a communications department, a supply/logistics department, an administration department, a facility maintenance department and a galley.  Group units include four 110’ Patrol Boats, four 123’ Patrol Boats, an 87’ Patrol Boat, three Small Boat Stations, and an Aids to Navigation Team.  Tenant Command Units which are located here at Group Key West, but are not Group units include, two 270’ Medium Endurance Cutters, a MAT/WAT unit and an Electronics Support Detachment.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Deck Department-doing things like yard maintenance and building upkeep.  An SA/SN will work closely with the BM rating.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Engineering Department-doing things like daily/weekly Preventative Maintenance, and other engineering tasks.  An FA/FN will work closely with the DC, MK and EM ratings.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR NONRATED MEMBERS:

All Non-rated members and Third Class Petty Officers of Group Key West stand duty as the Group Master At Arms with the Second or First Class Petty Officer standing duty as the Officer Of the Day.  It is a 24-hour (1-day) duty, with an off-going beeper for recall the day after (if you are needed).  The duty rotation varies between 1 in 6 & 1 in 8.

If your sponsor in not available, check in with the Officer Of the Day.  If you need to call the OOD for any reason (such as traveling problems), the number for the OOD is (305) 292-8779.  The OOD’s cell phone number is (305) 797-2162.
