1.  Let me take this opportunity to welcome you to Marine Safety Office Jacksonville, and provide some information about the unit and the area.

 

2.  MSO Jax has a personnel allowance of 21 active duty enlisted, 15 active duty officers, 58 reserve personnel, and 4 civilians.  Our office is located on the fourth floor of the Oaks Plaza Building at the above street address.  Normal working hours is 0730 to 1600, Monday through Friday.  Tropical blue and working blue are the prescribed uniforms of the day, depending on your assigned work environment. 

 

3.  Housing accommodations, both rental and purchase are plentiful in the area.  Prices vary with the location, but are reasonable in comparison to similar cities.  Finding suitable accommodations within a reasonable commuting time to our office spaces should pose no problem.  Government housing is available on a limited basis through the Housing Office at Coast Guard Group Mayport (904) 247-7319. This letter serves as your official release from mandatory assignment to government housing.
4.  The Jacksonville area has much to offer to please the tastes of most anyone; sports abound.  There are unlimited opportunities for fishing, boating, golfing, and tennis.  For swimming and sunbathing, it is only a few minutes drive to the beaches.  We have a unit athletic club membership, which is also available for use by spouses and dependents.  The Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts downtown and the Alltel Stadium, home to the NFL Jacksonville Jaguars, frequently present various concerts and entertainment.

 

5.  The Jacksonville area (Duval County) schools are well rated and there are several excellent colleges for those desiring to further their education.
