AOR boundaries are as follows: Southern Oregon border to the southern border of Montgomery County, including San Francisco Bay and Delta region, Sacramento, Stockton, Nevada, Utah and Flaming Gorge National Recreation Area, Wyoming.  There are 17 Counties within the Captain of the Port (COTP) zone; these include several inland counties, which have navigable waterways within their boundaries.

There are approximately 585 miles of coastline from Point Sur to the Oregon border.   The San Francisco Bay and Delta waterway and shoreline total have been estimated at 1500 plus miles with an additional 1100 miles of levees.  The AOR also includes 72 miles of Lake Tahoe shoreline.
