1. WELCOME TO STANT SAGINAW RIVER. STANT SAGINAW RIVER IS LOCATED IN ESSEXVILLE,MI AT THE MOUTH OF OF THE SAGINAW RIVER WHERE IT EMPTIES INTO THE SAGINAW BAY. WHILE STATIONED AT STANT SAGINAW RIVER YOU WILL BE PERFORMING A VARIETY COAST GUARD MISSIONS FROM MARITIME LAW ENFORCEMENT, SEARCH AND RESCUE, ICE RESCUE TO AIDS TO NAVIGATION.STANT SAGINAW RIVER HAS SIX BOATS ASSIGNED INCLUDING A 41 UTB, 49BUSL, RHI, TANB AND A 14' ICE SKIFF WITH A 16' WORK PUNT ON THE WAY. DURING THE SUMMER MONTHS YOU WILL BE STANDING A PORT AND STARBOARD DUTY ROTATION WITH SLIDING WEEKENDS. THE STATION HAS AVERAGE CASE LOAD OF 250 SEARCH AND RESCUE CASES DURING THE SUMMER MONTHS. DURING THE WINTER MONTHS THE STATIONS BOATS ARE HAULED OUT DUE TO ICE AND THE 14' ICE SKIFF IS USED AS THE STATIONS PRIMARY SEACH AND RESCUE PLATFORM. THE STATION IS NORMALLY THE BUSIEST ICE RESCUE STATION IN THE NINTH DISTRICT WITH 15-20 CASES YEARLY. THE DUTY ROTATION DURING THE WINTER MONTHS IS A MODIFIED PORT AND STARBOARD WITH THREE DUTY SECTIONS WITH A WEEK OF DAYWORKING.
