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Our responsibility runs from the North Carolina Border to McClellanville, South Carolina, and offshore 30 miles. We utilize three boats to cover our area of responsibility, a 41' Utility Boat, 24 Boston Whaler, and two 21' TANB's . A Coast Guard Exchange was added in 1993 for the convenience of purchasing basic necessities and uniforms.
