UNIT MISSONS: Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: An SA/SN at Station Gloucester can expect to stand radio room watches, qualify as boat crewman, and also qualify as a boarding team member.  Additionally non-rated deck force personnel perform boat and station maintenance and cleaning duties including mess cook duties.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: An FA/FN can expect to perform all of the tasks of an SA/SN. Additionally, non-rated engineering personnel will qualify as boat engineers.

DUTY ROTATION: Duty section personnel at Station Gloucester stand “ port and starboard” duty. Two days on two days off, and every other weekend ( Friday Saturday, and Sunday). Liberty expires at 0715 on on-coming duty days.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE: Duty personnel are given enough space for uniform items and unit issued PPE. Other pace is very limited. New members are discouraged from bringing excess personal items to the unit.

WHAT TYPE OF CONTINUING EDUCATION IS AVAILABLE: There are innumerable educational opportunities in this area. Everything from Harvard and MIT to VOC Techs and community colleges, are all within easy driving distance.

QUARTERS AND/ OR BARRACKS: Members stay in the barracks while on duty only. Leased or government owned housing is not available for unaccompanied members. New members will be allowed to stay in the barracks for a reasonable amount of time while finding housing on the economy.  BAH for a single E2/E3 in our area is 789.00 per month. Housing is very expensive, most unaccompanied junior members find roommates and live locally.

AUTO INSURANCE: Rates vary depending on driving record, type of vehicle, and the city or town you live in. Suffice to say it is very expensive to insure a car in Massachusetts

HOUSING: A limited number of Coast Guard owned housing is available for members with dependents. The housing areas are Beverly, Wakefield, Nahant, Bedford, and Weymouth.
