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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: Station Golden gate is located in East Fort Baker, near Sausalito California, under the north side of the Golden Gate Bridge.  The historic station house faces the waterfront of San Francisco, the piers across the way are where we moor our 44ft and 47ft motor life boats and 21 ft rigid hull inflatable boat.  The station crew consists of about 30 enlisted and one officer.  Our commanding officer is a CWO4.  The enlisted rates at our unit include Boatswain Mates, Machinery Technicians, and Food Service Specialist’s.  When you first arrive at the station, you will begin to qualify as a radio communications watch stander and later a boatcrewman.  We work tropical hours at this unit (0645 to 1300) Monday to Friday.  In addition, we stand duty, which is a 24 hour period of time you must stay at the station in order to respond to search and rescue emergencies.  Expect to stand duty every other day when you first get here until you get communications watch qualified.  Most of the crew stands duty once every four days after they get completely qualified.  Most of the unmarried non0-rated personnel live aboard in the 8 rooms located upstairs in the station house.  Married personnel and petty officers live in Hamilton Field; a closed Air Force Base located 20 miles north of the station in the small town of Novato.  

  Every Coast Guard Station has their own area of responsibility or AOR.  Our AOR consist of the waters of San Francisco Bay from Alcatraz Island out to sea.  Station Golden Gate response to around 300 Search and rescue cases every year.  Those cases range from a boater who ran out of gas to vessel’s on fire or sinking.  We have many certified emergency medical technician and first responders at the station, which enables us to respond to major medical emergencies at sea.  Newly reported the station EMT’s in performing basic first aid will train personnel, and if they desire, you may get to go to EMT or first responder school.  Every time a station boat gets underway part of the crew includes a two man Coast Guard Boarding Team.  The boarding team enforces federal laws and regulation on the waters in our area of responsibility.  New personnel can also be given the opportunity to attend boarding team member school, where they will qualify to become federal law enforcement officers.

  As a firemen apprentice at Station Golden gate you will be expected to qualify as communication watchstander prior to working in the engineering department.  The communication qualification involves a series of tests, which includes navigation, area knowledge, and basic radio procedures.  Once the communications room qualification is obtained, you will become a valued member of the Golden Gate engineering dept.  Engineer’s are involved in many different maintenance item’s which include electronically controlled diesel engines, small engine maintenance, and outboard engine repair.  Firemen apprentices first work on qualifying as a boatcrewman.  After that they must begin to qualify as small boat engineers.  The boat engineer must be able to fix maintenance problems when the boat is away from the dock.

  As a seaman apprentice at Station Golden Gate, you will also qualify as a communications watchstander.  Members of the deck department are responsible for the physical maintenance and cleanliness of the boats.  You will learn preparation and painting skills, learn how to care for and repair rescue and survival equipment and we still shine brass.  Along with being a fireman, seaman also must qualify as small boat crewman.  This process takes a few months, you will be taught by senior crewman how to get a boat underway, moor them up, procedures on how to tow another boat, conduct man overboard drills, anchoring station boats, and shipboard fire fighting skills.  Non-rated personnel also work in the gallery at times with the Food Service Specialist keeping the galley and mess deck clean.  You will also be helping to prepare and cook meals for the station crew.

  Station Golden Gate is a unit with a wide variety of responsibilities.  This makes for an exciting career start.  The station is also located near many other Coast guard base4s.  So if the rate you are interested in is not billeted here, you can be sure to find it at one of the nearby bases.  The crew here at Station Golden gate is looking forward to your arrival.
