DUTIES AND RESPONSAIBILTIES OF A NON-RATE AT STATION JONES BEACH
Coast Guard Station Jones Beach is a multi-mission shore facility with one 47’ Motor Life Boat, one 41’ Utility Boat, one 21’ rigid hull inflatable, and one 22’ rigid hull inflatable.  Although the Station carries out numerous missions, its primary mission is distress response.  Fulfillment of this mission includes: training personnel, maintaining boats and equipment to ensure response capability, maintaining an awareness of emergent distress through lookout activities and communications watches and responding to distress situations.  Station Jones Beach enforces Federal laws in accordance with Coast Guard regulations and directives.

All other missions are assigned on a not to interfere basis except when such missions will avert distress at a later time.  Secondary missions include: conduction safety, security and law enforcement patrols (including fisheries enforcement activities) and providing initial pollution response Station Jones Beach may also, on a situational basis, provide assistance to state and local agencies, provide support to other military units in the local area and participate in non-operational activities, such as public relations. 

Messcook
The duty messcook is one of the most important persons in the Station organization.  If he/she fails to properly perform his/her duty, the entire crew could well be incapacitated.

A. A messcook (E-2, unless all E-2’s have mess cooked) will be assigned on a monthly basis from the operations or engineering departments.  The mess cook has evenings and every Sunday off, but works from 0600-1800 daily, Monday through Saturday.  On non-duty weekends and holidays, the mess cook is supplied on a rotating basis from the duty section.  When assigned as messcook, he/she will remain onboard in the duty section.

B.   The messcook will be guided by the daily and weekly routines provided in the Galley standing orders.  The messcook will attend quarters and will remain in food service areas at all other times except when emptying garbage, receiving deliveries, or cleaning up the rear entrance to the building.

COMMUNICATIONS WATCHES

Communications watches will normally be stood in four-hour segments.  The communications watchstander shall maintain a continuos guard of the telephone, VHF-FM Channel 16 and 23a, and lant 06 remaining alert for any distress call.  All reports of distress will be reported to the OOD.  

Security Rounds are necessary and customary that live security rounds be made at military installations.  These rounds serve many functions, most relating to the safety and wellbeing of assigned personnel and the safeguarding of government property.  The time given to qualify is two weeks.

DUTY BOAT CREWMEMBERS

Duty boat crewmembers are qualified and certified by the Officer in Charge.  While underway, crewmembers are subordinate to the coxswain, regardless of rank, ad shall obey all orders accordingly.  Crewmembers are tasked with assisting in the safe operation of the boat, crew safety and mission performance. Two months is the time given to become qualified.
