ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

The town of Ft Bragg is located on the north coast of California approximately 150 miles north of San Francisco.  Recreational activities include mountain biking, hunting, fishing, hiking and boating.  Fort Bragg is small town with a population of just over 6000 where the main industries are logging, fishing and tourism.  Local services include medical, dental, legal, schools, food, etc. but because of the remoteness of the area the nearest large chain stores (ie. Wal Mart, Sears, Penny’s etc) are over 80 minutes away in the town of Ukiah or Santa Rosa.  Ft Bragg can only be accessed via Highway 1 or Highway 20, both of which are very narrow and winding.  Housing can be expensive and difficult to find and the BAH rate for non-rated personnel with no dependants is $714 per month.  The local climate is sunny and cool in the summers with average temps in the 60s, strong northwesterly winds and frequent foggy days.  Winters tend to be overcast with periods of rain.  The average annual rainfall is around 40 inches.

Although Fort Bragg has mild temperatures, traveling inland for as little as 45 minutes to an hour will get you in summer heat that reaches past 100 degrees in the summer months with lakes and parks available for recreation.

This unit is an excellent place for people to learn the BM and MK ratings with opportunities to travel to Alameda to inquire about other ratings as well.

IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING? Due to the small size of the station call and check with the OOD before bringing dependants.
