UNITS MISSIONS:  The missions that Station Washington, D.C. will conduct on a daily basis are truly unique. In addition to the traditional roles that a Coast Guard station may have, Station Washington, D.C. will continue to work alongside a multitude of federal, state, and local law enforcement agencies to provide protection to the citizens of the National Capital Region. When the immediate need to increase homeland security on the Potomac became a long-term requirement to maintain Coast Guard presence, Boat Forces D.C. became a prototype homeland security unit with the mission of deterring, detecting, and preventing terrorist attacks in the waters around our nation’s capital.  Coast Guard Station Washington D.C. was officially commissioned on 23 September 2003 
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  The typical SA/SN job assignments primarily deal with Boat Maintenance, Maritime Law Enforcement, Small Boat Operations & General upkeep.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  The typical FA/FN job assignments primarily deal with Preventive Boat Maintenance (Engineering Boat Keeper), Maritime Law Enforcement, Small Boat Operations & General upkeep.
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN:  are both the same, the station is currently standing a 1 in 3 duty rotation.  When on-duty non-rated and junior Petty Officers are assigned rotations as a Communication Watchstander while our small boats are underway.
UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN: Not Applicable.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET):  Currently Station Washington DC is working out of a temporary building within Bolling Air Force Base, due to the limited space no personal storage space is available.
UNIFORM NORMALLY WORN DURING THE WORKDAY:  Typically the Uniform of the Day aboard the station is the Operational Dress Uniform (ODU).

RECOMMENDED UNIFORM ITEMS IN ADDITION TO SEABAG ISSUE:  No special uniform items are recommended, after you arrive you will be issued Raingear, Foul Weather Coat, Dry Suit, Floatation Devices (Mustang, Life Jacket & Float Coat).  You will also be given long underwear, gloves, law enforcement gear, etc.  Once you are notified of orders to Station Washington DC, we ask that you contact the unit to provide your sizes for the items previously mentioned so that it can be ordered as soon as possible.

AVERAGE TEMPERATURE SUMMER: Approx. 80 Degrees WINTER: Approx. 35 Degrees

UNIT MUTUAL ASSISTANCE REP/PHONE#:  The unit’s Mutual Assistance rep. is the Executive Officer.

WHAT TYPE OF CONTINUING EDUCATION IS AVAILABLE IN THE AREA:  Being in a metropolitan area you have the options of trade schools, Colleges, Community Colleges, and Large Universities each having day, night and weekend classes available.

RATINGS PRESENT AT UNIT: At Station Washington DC the Boatswains Mate, Machinery Technician and Storekeeper rates are present but we have regular interactions with both Headquarters and Activities Baltimore which has a greater variety of ratings in which you may question and ask about.

NAME OF NEAREST CITY AND DISTANCE: We are located in the southwest section of Washington DC, Alexandria VA is located 5 miles south, Baltimore MD is located 40 miles north.

NAME OF NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY AND DISTANCE: We are located on Bolling Air Force Base which is also co-located Annacostia Naval Base.

LOCATION OF NEAREST EXCHANGE & COMMISARY: Bolling AFB has a commissary onboard, as for a Coast Guard Exchange we utilize the exchanges at CG Headquarters & the CG Yard (Baltimore).

RELIGIOUS DENOMINATIONS IN THE AREA: Again being in the middle of a large metropolitan area, most religious denominations can be found.

UNIFORM TO REPORT IN: During the winter you may report in your Bravos, during the summer you may report in Tropical Blue Long uniform.

IF SPONSOR NOT AVAILIBLE, RECRUIT SHOULD ASK FOR: The Petty Officer of the Day should be asked for if your sponsor is not here or not available.  If neither is onboard ask for the Support Petty Officer.

ANY OTHER INFORMATION A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER SHOULD KNOW: A vehicle is highly recommended, due to the volume of traffic in the Washington DC area.  After reporting to the station, you will begin your qualification path.  You can expect to become qualified as a Station Communication Watchstander, Small Boat Crewman, Boarding Team Member, Coxswain & Boarding Officer.

If you would like to show your dependants were you will be stationed it is preferred that it is done either prior to officially checking in or after checking in to keep their inconvenience to a minimum.
