HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER:   Yankeetown is a small town with only a few gas stations but there are towns in the area that are slightly larger and have a variety of places to shop and eat.  Your first priority upon arrival (after check-in) will be to get watch qualified which entails answering telephones, talking on radios, and taking reports.  When you are qualified watch stander, you will begin breaking in boat crew.  This includes conducting boat checks, getting underway, and observing how the actual crew conducts cases while underway.  Once boat crew qualified, you will begin breaking in boarding team member.  Boarding team members are the ones that assist boarding officers in law enforcement tasks.  Your daily job will depend on the department you are in: deck or engineering.    If you are in deck department, your main job will be to assist in the general up keep of the boats:  making sure they are clean and in good condition.  The engineering department is in charge of the up keep of the engines and any other electronic equipment onboard that can be fixed by persons at this unit.  It is a small boat station with few people.  Give it a chance and you will fit in just fine.
