PORTLAND

Portland is the largest city in Maine with 65,000 people.  There is a Minor league Hockey Team, the Pirates www.portlandpirates.com.  Portland is also the home of the AA farm club of the Boston Red Sox www.portlandseadogs.com and a minor league basketball team recently added to Portland the Red Claws www.nba.com/dleague/maine/ .  There is a mall, an airport, plenty of shopping, dining, and nightlife.  Boston is just over two hours south by car or train.  Maine is known for great fishing, hiking, hunting, golf, and snowmobiling.  The average summer temperatures are in the 80s, winter temperatures are in the 20s.
Area of Operation (AOR)
Our AOR extends from Rye Harbor (south of Portsmouth, NH) to Port Clyde in Muscongus Bay, ME.  The area has a rocky coastline and there are many scenic lighthouses, harbors, and rivers. Our primary responsibilities include servicing 23 lighthouses, 13 lighted structures, and 392 buoys.
BOATS 

ANT South Portland has two 49 foot BUSLs (Buoy Utility Stern Loading) and two 26 foot TANB’s (Trailerable Aid to Navigation Boats), as well as two small skiffs. Typical SA/SN and FA/FN job assignment will be as crewman on these vessels.  They may serve as helmsman, lookout, navigation plotter, and as a buoy deck crewman.
WORK HOURS

Our standard work hours are Mon thru Fri, 0645-1300.  However, there may be times that you will be required to come in on weekends due to ATON discrepancies.  Also, the Spring, Summer and early Fall is our ATON season. Since weather and sea conditions here often prohibit getting underway in the winter, most of our underway time is in the summer.  Being underway obviously changes your work hours, as you will be staying on the boat for as long as we are out.  These trips vary in length, but are usually Monday through Friday and we tie up somewhere every night.  Generally, you can count on being home most weekends.

REPORTING ABOARD

During normal working hours, you need to report to the ANT in Tropical Blue Long (1 April thru 1 Oct) or Service Dress Blue Bravos (2 Oct thru 31 Mar).  After hours, report to the Sector OOD for a barracks assignment.  They can be contacted at (207) 741-5493 or (207) 318 7031. Members who are coming from units other than TRACEN Cape May should hand carry their training records.  Please contact the XPO or your sponsor as soon as possible with your expected report date and time.
UNIFORM
Work uniform is clean ODUs.  Unit T-shirts are NOT authorized at the ANT and ODU blouses are required any time you drive off base in uniform.
WATCH SCHEDULE

First class Petty Officers and down stand what is called the ANT Duty Officer (ADO). The ADO carries a cell phone and is the first point of contact when there is an ATON discrepancy.  ADO makes a round of the building and boats every day, gets mail, and are on call for the week. 

PARKING / AUTOMOBILES
Parking is available. You will need to get a sticker on your car to park.  Also, to get on the base you need to present your ID at the front gate.  Average automobile insurance rate is around $1200 a year.
CLINIC

The HS on base can be seen from 0800-1000 M-F for sick call. Otherwise your health care provider is setup through TRICARE Prime Remote.  Dependents are seen through Martin’s Point Medical Clinic (800-322-0280).  When you check in, the HS will help you set up TRICARE Prime for your family.
PERSRU

ID Cards and vehicle stickers are issued 0800-1100, and 1300-1500 M-F. All administrative needs will be initiated thru the unit’s Executive Petty Officer (XPO).
EXCHANGE / COMMISARY
There is a Coast Guard Exchange approximately 5miles from the base.
LEAVE

Leave is usually authorized when submitted with enough advance notice. It can be denied, of course, when operations require it.
