INPORT WATCH:	One-person duty section (inport OOD/EOW).  Break in OOD is 1:3, once qualified it is approximately 1 in 5. 

UNDERWAY WATCH:  1:3 with a fully qualified crew. Watches are normally 4 hours each.

COMMON DEPLOYMENTS:  Frequent patrol areas include Vineyard Sound, Nantucket Sound, Buzzards Bay, Cape Cod Bay, Boston Harbor, New York Harbor, and the offshore fishing areas.  The average patrol week takes us away from Woods Hole for 3-7 days at a time.


REPORTING ABOARD

UNIFORMS:   Member should report in tropical blue uniform, but have ODUs available to change into after check-in.  ODUs are the standard uniform of the day.  Bring your entire sea bag issue.  All other personal protective equipment will be issued by HAMMERHEAD.

IF REPORTING AFTER HOURS: Member will need to state their name and business at the gate intercom to the base OOD for entrance.  Once on the base, report to the OOD aboard HAMMERHEAD.
If HAMMERHEAD is underway, member should report to the Sector OOD in the main building.  

STORAGE SPACE ABOARD:  approx. 27 cubic feet.  Non-rates live in a 4-Man berthing area. Each member has a rack with storage space inside and a locker.

THE AREA

AVERAGE LOCAL TEMPERATURES:  Summer-75 F Winter-25F

NEAREST MAJOR CITY:  Boston – 75miles, Providence, RI - 70miles

NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY:  
· Sector Southeastern New England – 0 miles – HAMMERHEAD’s homeport.
     It is a small base which hosts Sector command, admin, and engineering offices, along with ANT Woods Hole, small boat Station Woods hole, and 3 cutters.  It has a galley, a small gym, and an HSC available for sick call.
· Otis Air National Guard Base and Coast Guard Air Station Cape Cod – 20miles.
Facility has single and family housing, commissary, exchange, theatre, gas station, recreation center, gym, post office, child development center, medical and dental care facility. It is important to have a reliable vehicle since there is no berthing available at the Sector.

RATINGS PRESENT AT UNIT:  BM, MK, and FS.  Sector and Air Station Cape Cod have most other ratings available.

CONTINUING EDUCATION:  Several universities and community colleges located in the area, as well as online courses.  Sector has an Education Services Officer available who can arrange CLEP and DANTES courses and exams, as well as Tuition Assistance.

RELIGION:  Many churches and organizations available in the area.

BANKING/ INSURANCE:  Most CG members in the area have their banking and car insurance through USAA Credit Union, which is only available to military personnel.  There are also several local banks in the area.

SHOPPING: There is a small commissary/exchange at Air Station Cape Cod, as well as numerous other grocery stores in the area.  There is a Wal-Mart in Falmouth, along with some smaller shops.  Most of the big name stores are located in Hyannis, about 20 miles away.  The closest mall is there, The Cape Cod Mall, along with Home Depot and several other big chain stores and restaurants.

MEMBERS WITHOUT DEPENDENTS

Non-rates without dependents are initially assigned to the barracks at the Air Station.  They are put onto a waiting list (normally a month or two) to move into a two bedroom apartment at the Air Station with a fellow non-rate roommate.  Leased housing is not available, and BAH is only authorized for petty officers.  It is recommended to call ahead to the XPO so they can set you up in the barracks. The XPO can be reached at 508-457-3262/508-294-9336.

MEMBERS WITH DEPENDENTS

Government housing (2-3 bedroom apartments) is available at the Air Station.  Member should call housing ahead of time to set up family housing: (508)968-6506.  
  If living on the economy is desired, E-2s and E-3s are eligible for $1445/mo BAH, with the average cost of a two-bedroom apartment in the area being approximately $1300 - $1800.  Finding an apartment in the area can be difficult if prearrangements are not made. Living off base as a non-rate is not recommended due to cost of rent, plus utilities, on a non-rate pay.  However, DO NOT look for off base housing before calling the XPO.  Member must first be approved to be released from housing, which depends on what percent of government housing is available.  It is NOT guaranteed.

  Dependents should not be brought along with member when reporting to unit.  

  Members receive medical/dental care through the CG Air Station Clinic, however they can be referred to an outside doctor if required exams/treatment are not available through the CG Clinic. Spouses and children will receive care through off-base doctors through Tricare Prime/Standard or US Family Health Plan.  Upon reporting, member will be sent to the CG Clinic to speak with Health Benefits advisor and to enroll family in desired plan. 
  For families residing on base, children grades Kindergarten through 4th will attend Otis Memorial Elementary on base at Otis.  Grades 5-8 will attend Bourne Middle School off base, which is adjacent to the Bourne High School, grades 9-12.
