IDA LEWIS is one of the Coast Guard’s newest buoy tenders.  Homeported in Newport, RI, IDA LEWIS services close to 400 aids from Cape Cod, MA to Long Island Sound, NY.  Being a coastal buoy tender, most of the work is done close into land in some very scenic areas of New England.  The work includes cleaning, painting and standing underway watches as helmsman and lookout and inport watchstanding; but our main purpose is working buoys, which resembles heavy construction in many respects.  On decks, moving heavy loads, cutting, welding and over-hauling body systems, lanterns and moorings, (chain and sinkers) are examples of our daily work routine.  Berthing onboard ship is 4 person staterooms, but most of our area is within a one day steam, so time away from homeport is minimal.  Underway we moor up in places like Woods Hole, MA, Nantucket, sandwich Cape Cod Canal, and Greenport, NY.  Housing in Newport consists of government leased 2 and 3 bedroom apartments; also in Middletown and Fall River.  Navy housing is available for married members.  The cutter itself, ties up at Pier 2 at the Navy Base along with (2) Juniper class (225 FT) buoy tenders and a CG MAT (Maintenance and Augmentation Team) resides on the Pier.  Mostly closed down, the Navy Base supports an exchange, a commissary, a dental clinic, hospital and generic military functions such as housing and barracks.  There is also a pool and gym.  A large portion of the base is dedicated to Officer Candidate training, and Navy warfare schools.  Newport features several beaches, excellent sailing conditions year round, a heavy summer tourist season and lots of night-life activity.  A car is a plus since several large malls are within one hours drive and there are none in the local vicinity.  Summer in Newport is hot but winter is cold and long so bring plenty of warm clothing and extra work uniforms.  IDA LEWIS’ crew works hard and plays hard so come prepared.
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
