Detachment Sandy Hook, NJ



Sandy Hook:  The USCGC Sailfish is located at detachment Sandy Hook, NJ. Sandy Hook is a barrier spit/peninsula located at the northern-most part of the Jersey Shore. The peninsula lies in the New York Bay and is just 13 nautical miles from New York City. The peninsula was once home to Fort Hancock and was used by the army during the Civil War era through 1919. It is now home to the Marine Academy of Science & Technology, numerous lighthouses, a restaurant and bar, public beaches and the CG Station Sandy Hook. 
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The Surrounding Area

Though Sandy Hook is just under 7 miles in length, it takes on average 15-20 minutes to get to the “mainland.” Directly off the hook is Highlands & to the west, Atlantic Highlands. 
Highlands is a quaint water-front community with numerous marinas, great restaurants, and a 9/11 memorial. Atlantic Highlands has a small, but active downtown area; this is also where you would catch the SeaStreak ferry to NYC. For information on either of these towns, visit: http://www.highlandsnj.com/
South of ‘the hook’ are the boroughs of Sea Bright. Monmouth Beach and Long Branch. Sea Bright is a very small community that is largely a tourist area, though does have some year-round accommodations. For it’s small size, the town has a surprisingly large number of restaurants, beach clubs and some shopping. For more information, visit: http://www.seabrightnj.org/  Monmouth Beach is another small ocean-front community. It is a bit quieter than the rest, but does have a marina, great marina restaurant and beach club. The ocean-front section of Long Branch has recently been rejuevenated and has a new boardwalk with many shops, a skate park, restaurants and housing.  
Inland there are the boro’s of Eatontown, Red Bank, Rumson, Fair Haven & Little Silver. Each boro offers there own amenities and entertainment. Eatontown is where you will find Fort Monmouth, the mall and loads of shopping, restaurants, and the Monmouth Racetrack. For more information, visit: http://www.eatontownnj.com/boro.asp. Rumson, Little Silver & Fair Haven are very wealthy areas of town that are mostly made up of residences. Helpful Information

There are a number of ways to commute to NYC. You can drive (approx. 1 ½ hours),  take the ferry (approx. 30 min’s), the train (approx 1 ½ hours), or a bus (approx. 2-2 ½ hours). For ferry information, go to: http://www.seastreak.com/SeaStreak

Philadelphia is about 1 ½-2 hours driving distance.

There are numerous options for air travel. The closest airport is in Newark, NJ (about 1 hr 15 minute drive). There are also two airports in NY (JFK and LaGuardia) but both are farther away, much busier and likely more inconvenient. Finally, there is an airport in Philadelphia, which is about 1 ½-2 hours away.

The bridge connecting Highlands and Atlantic Highlands to Sandy Hook is under major construction (and it is not expected to end anytime soon). You will often encounter MAJOR traffic problems travelling from these areas to Sandy Hook, especially in the summer.

Almost all beaches in the area charge for admittance. Sandy Hook charges cars to enter (military personnel displaying DoD stickers do not pay).

Shopping: There are two main shopping malls in the area. Monmouth Mall which is located in Eatontown and the Freehold Mall in Freehold.  The Freehold Mall is newer and has many more shops and restaurants, but is further away. Both have movie theaters. Most Highways/freeways in New Jersey and New York have tolls. The tolls vary in price, but range from 50 cents to $10. You have the option to purchase a E-Z Pass so that you do not have to stop and pay the tolls each time. For more information on obtaining a Fast Pass go to http://www.ezpass.com/
In 2004, New Jersey passed a law that you may not drive and operate a handheld cellular device. You must use a hands-free device while driving, or risk a $100 fine. This law also applies to text-messaging. 
All Coast Guard members and spouses can take advantage of all the amenities at Fort Monmouth. The base is up for closure in 2011, but they still maintain such amenities as a commissary, exchange, library, gym, indoor & outdoor pools, thrift store and bowling alley.
