Station boats are on the lake from the April thaw until just prior to the December freeze.  The station averages 200 search and rescue cases and 300 law enforcement boardings annually.  Our area of responsibility includes waterways and islands along the Canadian border, which gives us a heightened responsibility in our Homeland Security mission.
