	Job Assignments

(SA/SN)
	As an SA or SN you will be qualifying as a radio room watch stander and a boat crewman.  You will be required to qualify boat crewman on the 25ft RBS and the 47ft MLB.  After these qualifications are complete you will be qualifying as a boarding team member.  You will also be performing station maintenance and cleanliness duties.  All non-rated personnel will be placed on a two week mess cooking rotation.

Timelines for normal qualification are as follows:

Commroom: 3-4 weeks apon arrival to unit (day work)

47 Crewman: 3 months from certifying as Comm room. (Port & Stbd)

25 Crewman: 1 month from certifying as 47 Crewman

47 Eng(FN): 1 month from certifying as 25 Crewman(by CO Apprv only)

BTM: 3 month from either 25 crew(SN) or 47 eng(FN)

	
	

	Job Assignments

(FA/FN)
	FA’s or FN’s will perform the same tasks as SA’s or SN’s.  SN will mainly work of the unit boats conducting training, preventative maintenance and cleanliness.  FN will mainly work on the unit boats engine rooms, conduct training, preventative maintenance and cleanliness.   In addition to the above tasks, you may be able to qualify as a small boat engineer.  This will be at the Commanding Officer’s discretion and will be based on your motivation, maturity and decision making.

	
	

	Duty Rotation
	You will be standing “port and starboard” duty.  Two days on and two days off with every other weekend off.  Weekend duty is Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  Liberty will expire at 0700 on oncoming duty days.  New members from basic training will be placed in a break-in status.  Your first 3 weeks will be in a day working status, 0800-1600 while you become watchstander qualified.  At the end of your 3 weeks you will go into a section and start your Port and Starboard duty.

	
	

	Medical
	All active duty personnel are covered by Tricare Prime.  Your primary care provider will be the clinic at Sector Boston.  There are several options available locally for your dependents.  

	
	

	Is Messing Available
	Yes, all crewmembers will receive a “Basic Allowance for Subsistence“ (BAS) approximately $279.  Because you are receiving BAS you will be charged for your meals at Station Gloucester.

	
	

	Quarters and Barracks
	Members on duty stay in duty room barracks at Station Gloucester.  UPH quarters are available.   New members will be placed in UPH if a room is available.  (ask your sponsor about availability).  Members currently residing in UPH will be afforded the opportunity to go on the economy if a new member E2/E3 is reporting aboard.    If you are married Government housing is available through ISC Boston.  You will need to fill out a housing application to be placed on the list. (ask your sponsor for information on going into government quarters if you have dependents)  Housing for married members is mandatory and you must have a waiver on file to not live in government quarters to go onto the economy.  “Basic Allowance for Housing” (BAH), rate is $1178 without dependents and $1570 with dependants.  http://perdiem.hqda.pentagon.mil/perdiem/bah.html
This money is also intended to cover some of your basic utilities.  Housing in this area is very expensive.  Most unaccompanied junior members find roommates and live locally.  

	
	

	Housing
	A limited number of Coast Guard owned housing in Gloucester is available for members with dependents.   If you are married, Government housing is also available through ISC Boston.  You will need to fill out a housing application to be placed on the list. (ask your sponsor for information on going into government quarters if you have dependents)  Housing for married members is mandatory and you must have a waiver on file to not live in government quarters and go out on the economy. 	Personal Storage Space
	Duty personnel are given enough space for uniform items (Sea Bag) and unit personnel protection equipment (PPE).  Due to the limited amount of space new members are discouraged from bringing excess personal items to the unit.  Your locker will be approximately 6’ H X 3’ W X 2’ D.

	
	

	Continuing Education
	Currently Station Gloucester offers a two-year degree program on site through the University of Vincennes Indiana.  9 members are currently enrolled and will graduate in 2009.  You will be able to participate in furthering your education once your have completed your primary duties.  The command expectation is you will be certified Commroom watchstander and 47 Crewmember before starting any classes.  This can vary depending on your motivation to certify and staying within your timelines.  Visit our website to see the opportunities available to you here at Station Gloucester.

Also available, 121 institutions of higher learning, public and private, located in Massachusetts. The state institutions include 15 two-year community colleges, nine four-year state colleges, and five state university campuses. In addition, the state colleges include contains two schools with specialized curricula: Massachusetts Maritime Academy and the Massachusetts College of Art. The University of Massachusetts campuses are spread across Massachusetts, with the flagship campus in Amherst, the medical school in Worcester, as well as other campuses in Boston, Lowell, and Dartmouth has a main campus in Amherst, a Boston campus, a Lowell campus, a Dartmouth campus, and a medical school in Worcester. To be eligible for the resident tuition rate, the applicant must be able to indicate residency (physical presence) and twelve months domicile in Massachusetts with intent to stay prior to the date of entry into the state college or university (six months for community colleges).

	Nearest City
	The nearest large city is Boston approximately 40 miles southwest of Gloucester.  The city of Boston has an estimated population of 1.4 million.  Essex County, which Station Gloucester is located in, has an estimated population of 700 thousand.

	
	

	Nearest Military Facility
	Hanscom Air Force Base is 30 miles away, it has an exchange and commissary.  Coast Guard ISC Boston is 40 miles away, it has a small exchange, uniform shop, barber shop, but limited in parking.  

	
	

	Other Information
	Upon arrival you will be given a week to check-in and get acclimated to the area.  During this acclimation period you will be taking care of things such as looking for a place to live, setting up your utilities and getting your automobile insured.  Take full advantage of this time because your next two weeks will require your full attention and effort.  During those two weeks you will be required to pass an Area of Responsibility (AOR) test and get qualified as a radio room watch stander.
