6. JONESPORT IS A SMALL FISHING VILLAGE, POPULATION 1500, IN RURAL "DOWN EAST" MAINE ABOUT 40 MILES FROM NEW BRUNSWICK, CANADA.

THE CG STATION IS A CENTER POST OF THE COMMUNITY AND STAFFED WITH

25 ENLISTED PEOPLE.  ASSETS INCLUDE A 47 FT MOTOR LIFE BOAT, 27- FOOT UTILITY BOAT, AND A 25 FOOT RESPONSE BOAT.  THE STATION ALSO HOSTS USCGC MORAY, AN 87 FT COASTAL PATROL BOAT WITH A CREW OF 10.

ALSO ATTACHED ARE MAINE STATE MARINE PATROL BOATS AND SMALL CREW.

OUR PRIMARY MISSIONS ARE SEARCH AND RESCUE, COMMERCIAL FISHING VESSEL SAFETY, AND FISHERIES LAW ENFORCEMENT.

7. HOUSING:  CG OWNED HOUSES (THREE BEDROOM, RANCH, ATTACHED GARAGE, AND FULL BASEMENT) LOCATED ABOUT FIVE MILES FROM THE STATION, ARE USUALLY AVAILABLE FOR MARRIED CREW MEMBERS. THERE IS UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL HOUSING (BARRACKS) AT THE STATION FOR JUNIOR SINGLE CREW MEMBERS.  PERSONAL PHONE LINES AND INTERNET ACCESS IS AVAILABLE THROUGH THE LOCAL TELEPHONE/ ISP COMPANIES AT THE CREW MEMBER'S EXPENSE.  CELLULAR PHONE SERVICE IS VERY POOR, U.S. CELLULAR IS RECOMMENDED. ADEQUATE FAMILY HOUSING IN THE VICINITY CAN BE DIFFICULT, BUT IS POSSIBLE TO OBTAIN.

8. MEDICAL CARE:  A NEARBY CLINIC IS A TRICARE PRIME REMOTE PROVIDER.  SPECIALIZED CARE MAY NOT BE CLOSE BY.

9. RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES:  THE AREA OFFERS EXCELLENT OUTDOOR SPORT ACTIVITIES INCLUDING HUNTING, FISHING, ATV, SNOWMOBILING, CAMPING, HIKING, SEA KAYAKING, AND CROSS COUNTRY SKIING.  ACADIA NATIONAL PARK IS 90 MINUTES AWAY.  THE UNIVERSITY OF MAINE AT MACHIAS IS 30 MINUTES AWAY, OFFERING NUMEROUS EDUCATION AND GROUP PROGRAMS, SPORTS EVENTS, AND CG CONTRACTED MEMBERSHIP FOR CG PEOPLE AND FAMILIES AT THE UNIVERSITY FITNESS CENTER.  GOOD SHOPPING CENTERS IN ELLSWORTH ARE ONE HOUR AWAY, AND THE EASTERN MAINE MALL IN BANGOR IS 90 MINUTES AWAY.

10.  CHECK-IN PROCEDURES:  CHECK IN WITH THE OFFICER OF THE DAY, 0800-1600 MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY PREFERRED, BUT CHECK IN CAN BE ACCOMMODATED AT ANY TIME.  NOTIFY YOUR SPONSOR OF THE APPROXIMATE TIME AND DATE THAT YOU PLAN TO ARRIVE. THE UNIFORM FOR REPORTING ABOARD IS TROPICAL BLUE LONG.  FAMILY MEMBERS ARE WELCOME AT CHECK IN DURING BUSINESS HOURS.

11. TRAVEL:  BY CAR:  USE I-95 TO BANGOR, THEN TAKE ALT US 1 SOUTH TO ELLSWORTH.  CONTINUE NORTH ON US RT 1/ ALT 1 AS DIRECTED BY SIGNS TOWARD MACHIAS.  TURN SOUTH ON STATE RT 187 NEAR COLUMBIA FALLS AND FOLLOW IT ABOUT 10 MILES TO BRIDGE STREET IN JONESPORT.

13. RURAL LOCATION:  WHILE NORMAL NECESSITIES ARE AVAILABLE WITHIN A REASONABLE DISTANCE, JONESPORT IS IN A SOMEWHAT REMOTE LOCATION.
