Prompt qualification is necessary for the smooth flow of operations, and is so emphasized. Members will attain Communications Watchstander for a Rescue21 system, Boat Crew for both boat types, as well as Boarding Team Member. Petty Officers will also be expected to make Boarding Officer and Coxswain/Engineer. Ratings present at unit are BM and MK. If you are reporting as a SN you will be assigned to Deck force, if you are reporting as a FN you will be assigned to Engineering. If you are reporting in rated you will be assigned to your dedicated department. Deck work typically consists of cleaning, painting and boat maintenance. Engineering consists of engine cleaning and repairs and PMS, in addition to shore-side/station maintenance. The crew is outgoing, upbeat, competitive, and family-oriented.
