HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER:  

  Coast Guard Station New London is located adjacent to Historic Fort Trumbull.  The first fort was built on this location in 1775.  From 1910 to 1932, the stone buildings of Fort Trumbull were the home of the School of Commissioned Officers of the Revenue Cutter Service, later to become the Coast Guard Academy leaving behind Coast Guard Operating Base Fort Trumbull.  The station was built in 1938.

  At Station New London, our missions consist of Search and Rescue, Ports and Waterways Security, Maritime Law Enforcement, National Security and Military Ops. Over 50% of our man hours are spent in support of Military Ops. We average 165 Search and Rescue cases a year. There are 20 Navy fast attack Submarines home ported nearby, which we are responsible for Escorting and protecting.

  Life at the unit consists of a port and starboard duty schedule.  (2 days on, 2 days off, and every other weekend off.)  Once on board, expect to begin training as a communications watch stander (3 weeks), boat crew member (3 months), and boarding team member (1 month).  Non-rates will also have the options of striking the following rates: BM, MK, and SK.

  We get underway for at least two hours a day.  We have two 41’ utility boats and three 25’ RBS.  Underway training includes fire fighting, dewatering, navigation, and the use of pyrotechnics, Law Enforcement training, and among other things.  Safety and fisheries boarding’s are also conducted on a regular basis.
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  During the summer months we staff our SAR Detachment at Fishers Island.  While out at, SARDET Fishers Island, you will be the ready boat for any SAR that the station gets.  Also you will be maintaining the building out there, just as you would here at the station.

  The New London area offers a wide variety of things to see and do.  Mystic Seaport has a museum, aquarium, and many shops and restaurants.  There are also two well-known Indian reservations and Casino’s nearby (Mashantucket-Pequot & Mohegan).  Daily ferry service include such destinations as: Fisher’s Island, Block Island, New York City, Long Island, and Martha’s Vineyard.  There are numerous state parks along with hiking and seven biking trails and beaches.  By car Boston, MA is two hours away, and New York City is only two hours away.

  Various sports opportunities abound at the USCG Academy and Navy Sub Base.  Along with basketball, swimming and bowling, there is a full gym and weight lifting center.  We also have plenty of exercise equipment at the station.

  Volunteer opportunities include:  The local chapter of Red Cross, New London Soup Kitchen and the United Way, and tutoring Programs at the area schools.  Education opportunities are also available.
