The unit as a whole will assist  you in any aspect of your qualification process.  Upon arriving, you will have one month to qualify in the communication center.  Once qualified you will have deadline given to you for boat crewman qualifications on 41 UTB and 47 MLB and 25 RBS boats.  As a SN you will be required to become a Boarding Team Member.  Lastly, as a FN you will be required to become a 41 and 47 Engineer.  Again, do not get discouraged the time will pass quickly.  The work will be hard but rewarding at the same time use your off time to take in all this area has to offer, being that it is so rich in history, science and the arts.  Boston is only 45 minutes from the station.  Once you get there you will find endless things to do.  Both the town of Salem (home of the Witch trials) and Cape Cod are just over an hour away.  Some of the countries top rated beaches are located on Cape Cod.
