They are the middle man between the landlord and the tenants.  What you do is contact the company and tell them which property you are interested in and they arrange for you to see it, if you are here, and all the paperwork needed.
The BEST areas to live are Roseville, anywhere north of Roseville, Antelope (above Elverta Blvd., though!), Natomas, and West Sacramento. Roseville and Natomas are approximately 20-25 minutes from the base. Antelope is about 10 minutes.  West Sac, is about 15 minutes away.  The NEXT BEST areas to live would be parts of Citrus Heights, parts of Sacramento, Orangevale, and a few areas south of Arden.  These places are about 20 minutes from the base.  Please, for your safety, DO NOT consider living in North Highlands or Antelope (south of Elverta Blvd.).  These areas, unfortunately, are right outside the base and are high crime and drug laden areas. 
There is one specific housing development that you need to be informed about and kept away from, and that is called 'The Arbors', located on Watt Avenue just 10 minutes north of the base.  Although appealing from the curb, several people unit members have lived there and been vandalized. The police say; that it is one of the worst places to live around here, so our command wants us to inform incoming people of the hazards of living there. 
A close and good housing area is right here on McClellan Park (old McClellan AFB) rentals are available through a company affiliated with the city of Sacramento.  This base is owned by the city so we aren't the only ones that work or live in this housing area, but we are the only Armed Forces branch.  These houses are in fairly good shape. There are 2 - 3 bedrooms and run from approximately $800 - $1,200.  And, of course, you are a few minutes from work. You will need to fill out an application to apply for the housing.  If this is something you are interested in, contact your sponsor and they can get the necessary information to you prior to your graduation.

While you are looking for a place to live, you can stay at the Lion's Gate Hotel on McClellan Park, which is two minutes from the base.  It is quite comfortable, affordable and very close to work.  Here is the link:  www.lionsgatehotel.com .
