	The TRACEN has a full time Educational Services Office which offers various DANTES and CLEP courses. They are also a registered testing site and offer testing approximately once a week.

	Petaluma California is 27 miles from the ships’ moorings and has a population of 54,000. Rohnert Park is 25 miles and has a population of 42,000. Santa Rosa is 30 miles from and has a population of 147,000.

	Name of nearest military facility and distance:
	There is a small Exchange, Mini Mart, Gas Station and Subway on board the Training Center. The Exchange carries uniform clothing and accessories, house wares, electronics, greeting cards, jewelry, gift ware, and clothing. Services include UPS shipping, film developing; flowers by wire, and AT&T prepaid calling cards. There is also an all-hands club and bowling alley.

The Mini Mart is similar to a convenience store. It carries basic grocery items, beer, wine, liquors and toiletries.

Nearest large military facility is Travis Air Force Base located in Fairfield, California. It is approximately 60 miles east of  Petaluma. 	Any other information a newly arriving member should know:
	To register your vehicle you must have in your possession the following items: 
Proof of Auto Insurance. You are required to have liability coverage on your vehicle. If you do not have proof of insurance in your possession or do not have insurance you will not be allowed to drive your vehicle on the base. The state of California requires you to maintain insurance to drive, that includes vehicles registered outside of California.
Vehicle Registration. The vehicle does not need to be registered in your name, but your name must appear on the insurance policy. If you are driving a rental vehicle you will need a copy of the Rental Car agreement.

	Santa Rosa Plaza, Anchored by Macy's, Mervyn's and Sears, Santa Rosa Plaza also features over 100 specialty stores, including Abercrombie & Fitch, Ann Taylor Loft, Apple, Banana Republic, Brookstone, Crabtree & Evelyn, Eddie Bauer, Gap, Gymboree, Kay Jewelers, Limited Too, and PacSun.  Santa Rosa Mall is located in the heart of Santa Rosa and is the areas largest retail outlet. Petaluma offers factory outlets and of course San Francisco is only an hour away.
