UNIT MISSIONS: You will arrive to the cutter as we prepare to take delivery of it from the contractor in Pascagoula, Mississippi. Therefore, you will be conducting extensive training and underway work-ups in seamanship and weaponry in order to safely and successfully sail the cutter from Pascagoula, through the Panama Canal, enroute to your new homeport of Alameda, CA. Once there you will continue to train and test the operational systems of the ship, with the final goals of being prepared to conduct the basic underway missions of the WMSL class cutter; search and rescue, maritime law enforcement, national defense, and homeland security. As the timeframe for delivery of your brand new cutter is not yet confirmed, you may report to your homeport of Alameda, or directly to the ship at the shipyard in Pascagoula. Coordinate directly with your new supervisor regarding your reporting location. 
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:    Your primary responsibilities will be qualifying in damage control procedures as well as the various watchstations conducted by WAESCHE' s deck department such as maintenance, painting, general cleaning, boarding team member, boat crewmember, linehandler, and messcook.
