Vallejo is located approximately 20 miles North East from San Francisco and Oakland.  It is a large city with many things to do.  Any services you may need are locally available. The cost of living is high, including groceries and gas.  The area is surrounded by many waterways which makes traffic very dependent on the several bridges in the area.  Traffic can be heavily congested at times. Station Vallejo is an inland station which operates in the North San Francisco Bay.
