HOUSING:

If you are single, you can stay on board the station until your BAH process is complete and you are able to find housing.  You will need enough money for first month's rent, deposit, and last month's rent depending on where you live.  You can access the local paper, Bellingham Herald online at www.bellinghamherald.com for the recent apartment/house rentals.  If you are married, you will want to arrange housing before you arrive, or have your spouse follow after you find housing.

DUTY:

The duty rotation changes upon the station's changing missions.  Upon reporting, you will be put into a Duty Section and begin standing duty.  Normally this duty is 48 hours on duty where you stay aboard the station, and 48 hours off where you go home but are subject to recall if required.  This schedule could and does change at anytime.  

Upon reporting, you will first be required to certify as a communications watch stander, which usually takes approximately 2 weeks.  After you certify, you will rotate comms watches while you certify as a boat crewman (approx. 6 - 12 months).  During this time you will also complete station's work as required by your department- either deck or engineering.  Your first 6 months to a year at the station will be a continuous certification process, which includes studying, examination boards and check rides.  In addition, you will be expected to advance in your career path to SN or FN as well as strike BM or MK, or if desired added to the A School list of your choice.


We do not have a  mess available.  You will need to bring enough food for breakfast, lunch, and dinner for the duration of your duty.  There is a full galley including refrigerator, microwave and stove for storing and cooking your meals.  Leaving the station during your duty rotation is normally not permitted.


Since you will be staying on board, blankets and pillows are available, but a sleeping bag is highly recommended.  You will be provided a locker to stow personal items such as uniforms and personal items, a lock is required.


If time and operations permit, spouses and children are allowed to visit while you are on duty during hours designated by the Officer In Charge.
