TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Communications Watch stander, 47’ Motor Life Boat Crew Member, and Boarding Team Member; once qualified as a Communications Watch stander all members will be placed into a duty section.  In addition all SA/SNs are assigned to the Deck Department under the First Lieutenant, who places them along with a boat keeper to maintain the cleanliness and perform PMS as needed on unit boats and the boathouse.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: Same duties as SA / SNs except they are assigned to the Engineering Petty Officer.  All FA / FNs work on the engineering aspects of the boats while qualifying first as Boat Crew Members, then as Boat Engineers. 

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN: All E-6 and below personnel stand a 48-hour on and 48 hour off duty with sliding weekends, which means that every other weekend you will stand a three-day duty weekend, and will have a three-day weekend off on alternating weekends.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN:  Same as SA / SN.
