Shipping your vehicle could take up to 35 days depending on time of year and from which coast. It is important to understand that you will be approx. 6,000 miles and 6hrs behind the East Coast, and 3,000 miles and 3hrs behind the West Coast. It is very expensive to travel. If you are from the East Coast, a round trip flight will be approx. $1000.00-$2000.00 depending on your arrangements.

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Is it advisable to bring dependents when first reporting aboard: It’s up to you and your spouse. You will be required to go through an Overseas screening, take this process very seriously.  You need a travel card w/at least $5,000.00 limit. Be prepared to be on a waiting list for housing for up to but not limited to 45 days. This could mean you and your family will be living out of a suit case for an extended time, you could be renting a car to get back and forth to work and your kids may be in a temporary school. You MUST call your sponsor and talk about your situation. You don’t want to set yourself up for a rough start. All members aboard have been through the process, someone will be able to answer your question. All you need to do is ask.

Please have a junior member of the crew describe the area, jobs that are performed, etc. Be as thorough as necessary.

You are reporting to the number one tourist destination in America.  Tropical climate, so come prepared.  Plenty of shopping.  COLA is authorized to offset the high cost of living.  If you own a firearm and are planning on shipping it here, there are laws which you are required to comply with, registration etc.  Hunting is very minimal.  If you can find it on the mainland, you will find it here.  Same applies to hobbies and night life.  Welcome aboard!!!!!
