WHERE WILL A SINGLE NON-RATE MORE THAN LIKELY LIVE?  Most single non-rate members live in Makakilo, Mililani, Ewa or Waipahu where the commute is less than 25 minutes and traffic minimal.  There are a few non-rates that live on the other parts of the island such as Haleiwa or Kailua. Gas on Oahu is expensive and commute times approach or exceed an hour from these remote locations.

WHAT IS THE COST OF THE AVERAGE TWO-BEDROOM APARTMENT IN THE AREA?  Approximately $1700.00 without utilities.

WHERE DO MOST PEOPLE BANK?  Several National / Local Banks
located in Ewa Beach, Kapolei, Waipahu, and Mililani.

IS THERE A CREDIT UNION IN THE AREA?  Yes, Ewa Beach, Kapolei, and Pearl Harbor.
IS THERE A MALL IN THE AREA?  Yes.  Pearl Ridge Mall is a large facility with many stores located near Pearl City (13 miles).  There are two Wal-Marts; one in Kunia near Waipahu (07 miles) and one in Mililani (20 miles).  There are also two K-Marts; one is located in Kapolei (5 miles) and the other in Waipahu (10 miles).  Additionally, there is a Sam’s Club, Costco, Lowe’s and Home Depot.

WHAT IS THE AVERAGE WAIT FOR A TWO-BEDROOM HOUSE/APARTMENT?  
1 week – 3 months.  Temporary Lodging Allowance (TLA) is available to offset hotel costs when necessary.  It is important to follow all instructions regarding TLA.  TLA cannot be paid until after a member checks in to the permanent unit and also be aware that a rental car is NOT authorized when checking in.

WHERE DO MOST DEPENDENTS LIVE?  Most members with dependants live on the economy in Makakilo, Kapolei, Waipahu, Ewa, and Mililani where the commute is less than 25 minutes and the traffic is minimal.  Others live throughout the island including Haleiwa (40 min), Waimea (55 min), Kailua (45 min), and downtown Honolulu (55 min).  Army Hawaii Family Housing has additional housing for Coast Guard personnel.  Aliamanu Military Reservation (AMR), Fort Shafter, and Tripler.  AIRSTA Barbers Point does not have a barracks and it is 2.5 miles to the nearest available public transportation.  The nearest available temporary lodging is 8 miles.  It is imperative members reporting to Barbers Point have a car.  A rental car is NOT authorized for members reporting in, any cost incurred for a rental vehicle would be “out-of-pocket”. It is also strongly suggested those who do not qualify for government owned housing have a minimum of $2000 cash or equivalent to pay for security deposits and first month’s rent.

 AIRSTA Barbers Point does not have a video.  Our package is greatly reduced in size and info since D14 Work-life normally sends the reporting member a welcome aboard package.

When you arrive in Hawaii, the initial humidity might require an adjustment period, but you will get used to it.  The traffic is heavy, but you will get used to that too!  The Air Station is small compared to some units, with approximately 250 members (active, reserve and civilian).  

Hawaii is a natural beauty!  The mountains are great for hiking, and the water is great for swimming.  If you like the outdoors, Hawaii is for you!  There’s hiking, fishing, camping, swimming, surfing, body boarding, cruises, parasailing, diving, nature walks, etc.  If you like the outdoors, you'll love Hawaii.

Hawaii is a culturally diverse state, many different languages and ways of doing things.  Our galley is “Galley of the Year” quality with great food and atmosphere and Air Station grounds are well kept and the beach is just across the street.  This makes it easy for people to get a little sun and fun during lunch.  
The Morale Committee is very active at Air Station Barbers Point.  We have sports days every couple of months.  We throw a Welcome & Farewell Luau for all the incoming/outgoing personnel at the beginning and end of each transfer season.  Every Christmas season we have a formal Christmas Party at the Military Hotel, the Hale Koa.  Morale has a small locker room which loans out Kayaks, boogie boards, surf boards, snorkel gear, basketballs, and golf clubs.

USCG Air Station Barber Point is located on the southwest corner of Oahu, about 28 miles west of Honolulu.  In a sense, we are somewhat isolated from the hustle and bustle of the downtown atmosphere.  Warm sunny days, cool island breezes, clean, clear water, and beautiful sunsets make for a picturesque setting for an air station.

As can be imagined, there are literally hundreds of things to see and do on the island.  Surfing, hiking, mountain biking, snorkeling, and sail-boarding are just a few of the things to be mentioned.
