ANY OTHER INFO A NEWLY ARRIVING RECRUIT NEEDS TO KNOW:

This is a great duty station for most people, the best most people have during they’re careers.  But for some it is very difficult.  The weather is very wet, Southeast Alaska is a temperate rain forest and Petersburg gets something like 140 inches of precipitation annually.  Petersburg is located on Mitkof Island, midway between Juneau and Ketchikan.  It is a fishing community with a Norwegian heritage.  There is no road access to the island; the only way to leave is by boat or plane.  There are no malls, no movie theater, the things you are more than likely used to are not here.  The drinking age is 21 and it is strictly enforced.  There are only 2000 people living on Mitkof Island.  There are two banks, two grocery stores, two hardware stores, no hospital, one dentist, two doctors, (get the picture?)…

Overseas Screening:  This process is to protect you, to prevent you from being put into a situation that you are not prepared for or that could ruin your career.  Be honest with the screening officer.  If you (or your dependents) have had problems with depression, alcohol abuse, financial management, or if you have any ongoing dental or medical problems you should let the screening officer know.

On the other hand, if rain does not bother you and you enjoy outdoor activities like hiking, 4-wheeling, hunting, fishing, there is not a better place.  The locals, for the most part, really like their Coast Guard.  They embrace their heritage and put on some real nice celebrations every year.
