1. Congratulations on your orders to USCGC LONG ISLAND; the Coast Guard’s northernmost cutter!   This will undoubtedly be among the most exciting, challenging and hopefully rewarding units you will experience in the Coast Guard.  You will be joining the few individuals lucky enough to say they have sailed on a patrol boat in Alaska.  With that distinction comes the opportunity to patrol in some of the world’s most spectacular and pristine locations.  The Alaska environment is not with its challenges however, and this crew is regularly tested through heavy seas, extreme cold, heavy snow, a very large AOR (area of responsibility).  These challenges are what makes this assignment unlike any other and the crew’s strength to succeed comes from teamwork, character and dedication.  

2. Like most other 110’ Patrol Boats we keep an operating schedule of 1800 hours. Patrols are often balanced to meet emergent needs, targeted fisheries and weather constraints.  A typical patrol can last anywhere from 3-15 days in order to meet our mission requirements.  While it is a demanding schedule, the pace of operations will not exceed our capabilities, maintenance needs or ever sacrifice safety.  Because you are new to cutter life please discuss it with your sponsor and do your best to prepare your family for your new assignment.  

3. Our homeport in Valdez, AK is also unmatched for its beauty, wildlife and unique opportunities.  Surrounded by mountains and access to Prince William Sound, Valdez offers some of the best outdoor activities you could ask for.  The community here is extremely supportive of the Coast Guard and welcomes us in all venues.  We are also part of Force’s Valdez which consists of a Marine Safety Office, Small Boat Station, Sector Field Office and Electronic Support Detachment so there are plenty of other Coast Guard families stationed here with us.   The honor of residing in the snowiest town in the country also comes with its share of challenges too but it makes living here fun.  I encourage you to work with your sponsor to discuss some of the differences you may experience here and how to best prepare for them.
