Your first 6 months will be based on completing mandatory qualifications such as In-Port Crewman, Helmsman/ Lookout, Junior Officer of the Deck, and RHIB Crewman. The typical in-port workday consists of Preventative Maintenance System (PMS) and maintaining the boat and moorings building. While underway, you will have the opportunity to see glaciers and marine life such as whales, sea lions, sea otters, etc. You will also get to see other cities in Alaska like Valdez, Homer, and Kodiak. There are great opportunities for hiking, fishing, camping, hunting, etc in the summer.  It is cold and windy in the winter months, but there is great snowboarding, skiing, snowshoeing, and snow machining.  Alaska’s best ski resort is only a 1.5 hour drive from Seward!  Your housing is nice!  Two-bedroom, one-bathroom apartment and you may or may not have a roommate. The local American Legion Post is a big supporter of the MUSTANG and is a fun place for Friday Steak Nights, poker tournaments, pool tournaments, karaoke, and all the big games!  Unit provides local gym membership.

1. WELCOME ABOARD COAST GUARD CUTTER MUSTANG IN SEWARD, AK! MUSTANG WAS THE FIRST 110' PATROL BOAT TO SERVE IN THE PACIFIC, AND IS NAMED FOR MUSTANG ISLAND, LOCATED OFF THE COAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI, TEXAS.

2. YOUR UNIT SPONSOR IS XXX XXXXXXX XXXXXX, WHO CAN BE REACHED VIA PHONE AT (907)224-5202 (INPORT) OR MINI-M AT 011-870-764-050340 (UNDERWAY). YOUR SPONSOR CAN BE CONTACTED VIA PHONE MONDAY-FRIDAY FROM 0800-1600 ALASKA LOCAL TIME (ALT). KEEP IN MIND THAT ALASKA TIME IS FOUR HOURS EARLIER THAN EASTERN STANDARD TIME. YOU CAN ALSO REACH YOUR SPONSOR VIA EMAIL AT XXXXXXX.X.XXXXXX(AT)USCG.MIL.

3. MUSTANG'S PERSONNEL SERVICES AND SUPPORT UNIT (PSSU) IS LOCATED AT BSU KETCHIKAN, AK. CONTACT YN3 SZYMANKSI AT (907)228-6431 OR YN1 JAMISON AT (907)228-6408, MONDAY-FRIDAY, 0800-1500 ALT IF YOU NEED ADMIN ASSISTANCE.

4. THE DISTRICT 17 RELOCATION ASSISTANCE MANAGER IS MR. TERRY STONE, WHO CAN BE REACHED VIA PHONE AT (907)463-2123, MONDAY- FRIDAY, 0800-1500 ALT. BY PROVIDING HIM WITH A MAILING ADDRESS, MR. STONE CAN SEND YOU A PACKAGE OF USEFUL INFORMATION REGARDING WHAT TO EXPECT AS YOU TRANSFER TO ALASKA.

5. MUSTANG'S OMBUDSMAN, WHO ACTS AS A LINK BETWEEN THE SHIP AND FAMILY MEMBERS/THE LOCAL COMMUNITY, IS MS. SUE LANG. SHE CAN BE REACHED VIA PHONE AT (907)224-8237, MONDAY-FRIDAY, 0800-1600 ALT.

6. COORDINATE WITH YOUR SPONSOR FOR REPORTING REQUIREMENTS, INCLUDING THE DATE/TIME TO REPORT. IDEALLY, WE WILL ARRANGE FOR YOU TO REPORT WHEN MUSTANG IS IN PORT.

7. IF YOU DO NOT HAVE A PERSONAL AUTO OR WILL BE SHIPPING YOUR VEHICLE, YOU WILL MOST LIKELY BE PICKED UP AT THE ANCHORAGE AIRPORT BY YOUR SPONSOR OR ANOTHER MUSTANG CREWMEMBER. IF THE CUTTER IS UNDERWAY WHEN YOU ARRIVE, YOUR SPONSOR WILL ASSIST YOU IN ARRANGING TO TAKE A SHUTTLE FROM ANCHORAGE TO SEWARD. IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO CONTACT THE CUTTER, CALL THE SECTOR ANCHORAGE COMMAND CENTER AT (907)271-6769.

8. MOST JUNIOR CREWMEMBERS LIVE IN THE UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL HOUSING (UPH) BUILDING IN SEWARD. THE FURNISHED APARTMENTS IN THE UPH ARE SHARED BY 1-2 CREWMEMBERS, EACH WITH THEIR OWN ROOM. THE UPH BUILDING ALSO OFFERS KITCHEN AND LAUNDRY FACILITIES.  YOUR SPONSOR CAN PROVIDE FURTHER DETAILS ABOUT LIVING AT THE UPH.

9. DESPITE BEING ON THE ROAD SYSTEM, SEWARD IS TYPICALLY CONSIDERED REMOTE DUE TO THE OFTEN TREACHEROUS ROAD CONDITIONS ON THE HIGHWAY TO ANCHORAGE (ESPECIALLY DURING THE WINTER). IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOU BEGIN TO WINTERIZE YOUR VEHICLE BEFORE REPORTING ABOARD.

10. SEWARD IS OVER 700 MILES FROM KETCHIKAN, AK, WHERE MOST OF THE CUTTER'S ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT IS LOCATED. ALTHOUGH KNOWLEDGEABLE, THE UNIT PSSU YEOMEN AND DISTRICT RELOCATION ASSISTANCE MANAGER HAVE ONLY A LIMITED ABILITY TO INFORM YOU ABOUT THE SEWARD AREA AND WHAT LIFE WILL BE LIKE ONBOARD MUSTANG. MOST OF YOUR QUESTIONS, IF NOT ALL, CAN BE ANSWERED BY YOUR UNIT SPONSOR OR ANOTHER MUSTANG CREWMEMBER.
