Officer in Charge’s comments: This area offers a great many attractions and is full of US History especially the war for independence and the civil war.  There are many parks, museums and other items of interest.  Busch Gardens - The Olde World, and Water Country USA are only 35minutes away and a season pass for both runs $85-99 through MWR depending on when you purchase it.  The neighboring county of Gloucester is much more built up and offers more in the way of housing and shopping and is recommended.  It also puts you 18 miles closer to everything a yet still only creates a 20-25 minute commute in the morning with no traffic.  In short this is an out of the way rural area which is very quiet and peaceful.  Hunting and fishing do abound and several members use that for recreation.
