UNITS' MISSIONS: CG STATION ANNAPOLIS is a typical small boat station that has the regular missions as most small boat stations.  Those missions include Search and Rescue, Recreational Boating Safety (Law Enforcement), Pollution Response, and providing security at Marine Events
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: The typical SA/SN job assignments primarily deal with Small Boat Maintenance, Building Maintenance and Grounds upkeep.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: The typical FA/FN job assignments primarily deal with Small Boat Maintenance, Building Maintenance, and Small Machinery Repair.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN are both the same, the station is currently standing a port and starboard duty rotation with sliding weekends.  When on duty, non-rated and junior Petty officers are assigned rotations as Communication Watchstanders and SAR boat crew members.
UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN: Not applicable.

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS: No special Procedures, as always report to the Station Comm Center and ask to check in with the Petty Officer of the Day.

IF UNIT IS UNDERWAY, WHERE TO REPORT: There will always be a Watchstander in the Comm Center if the Stations small boats are underway at the time of your arrival.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET): If you will be staying in the UPH room aboard the station, you would have two lockers measuring approx. 3' wide X 6' high that may be used to store your personal effects.

UNIFORM NORMALLY WORN DURING THE WORKDAY: The Uniform of the Day aboard the station is ODU’S.  

RECOMMENDED UNIFORM ITEMS IN ADDITION TO SEABAG ISSUE: No special uniform items are recommended; after you arrive you will be given Raingear, Foul Weather Coat, Flotation Devices (Mustang, Life Jacket and Dry suit).  You will also be given long underwear, gloves, etc.

WINTER: Approx. 35 degrees
UNIT MUTUAL ASSISTANCE REP/ PHONE #: The unit's Mutual Assistance rep is the Executive Petty Officer.

WHAT TYPE OF CONTINUING EDUCATION IS AVAILABLE IN THE AREA: Being in a metropolitan area you have the options of trade schools, Colleges, Community Colleges, and Large Universities each having day, night and weekend classes available.

RATINGS PRESENT AT UNIT: At Station Annapolis the Boatswains Mate, Machinery Technician, Storekeeper, Gunners Mate and Food Service rates are present but we have regular interactions with Sector Baltimore which has a greater variety of ratings in which you may question and ask about.

NAME OF NEAREST CITY AND DISTANCE: Downtown Annapolis is approx. 5 miles away, with Washington D.C. and Baltimore both being around 40 miles away.

NAME OF NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY AND DISTANCE: The US Naval Academy is only 8 miles away.  Other bases within a relatively short commute are Fort George G Meade Army Base, Bethesda Naval Complex, Andrews Air Force Base, Bolling Air Force Base and the Coast Guard Yard Curtis Bay.

LOCATION OF NEAREST EXCHANGE AND COMMISARY: All of the above bases have a commissary and an exchange onboard with the exception of the Coast Guard Yard which only has an exchange.

RELIGIOUS DENOMINATIONS IN THE AREA: Again being in the middle of large metropolitan areas that most religious denominations can be found.

IF A CUTTER, COMMON DESTINATIONS OF DEPLOYMENTS: Not Applicable.
AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY IF NOT A CUTTER: CG Station Annapolis' Area of Responsibility covers the middle upper section of the Chesapeake Bay.  Our Northern boundary extends from Gibson Island to Love Point.  While our southern boundary extends from Chesapeake Beach to Black walnut Point.  Major rivers that we patrol are the Magothy, Severn, South, West, Miles and Eastern Bay.  Including the areas of Annapolis City, Kent Island Narrows and St. Michael's.

UNIFORM TO REPORT IN: You may report in either your Bravos or your Tropical Blue Long uniform.

IF SPONSOR NOT AVAILIBLE, RECRUIT SHOULD ASK FOR: The Petty Officer of the Day should be asked for if your sponsor is not here or not available.  If neither is onboard ask for the Executive Petty Officer.

ANY OTHER INFORMATION A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER SHOULD KNOW: A vehicle is not required but is encouraged due to the station's location.  We are situated in a residential community with the closest public transportation being a little more than a mile away.  The station also has converted a duty room into a weight room.  We have a basketball court located out back and a field that we use for flag football and softball.  
After reporting to the station, you will begin your qualification path.  You can expect to become qualified as a Station Communication Watchstander, Small Boat Crewman, Boarding Team Member, and if an engineer Small Boat Engineer.

MEMBERS WITHOUT DEPENDENTS

IS MESSING AVAILABLE: Yes, our Food Service Officer puts together a new menu every quarter.  From that menu, members at the unit order anything you want for a meal.  At the end of the month you receive a bill for the meals you have eaten.  All hands receive BAS and you are encouraged to eat aboard.  You only get billed for how much you eat.  
QUARTERS AND OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE: Yes, we do have one UPH room aboard the station that houses our most junior personnel.  The barracks room contains one desk’s, a television, and ample room to store any extra items that you would want to bring with you.  
RATE OF AUTO INSURANCE FOR TYPICAL 18-20 YR OLD: The insurance rates vary slightly depending upon your driving record and the exact area that you may live here, but on average rates are approx. $800 - $1200 annually.

IS UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE: Yes, based on seniority and availability.

WHERE WILL A SINGLE NON-RATE MORE THAN LIKELY LIVE: Newly reporting unaccompanied personnel should anticipate living aboard the station in the UPH facilities until more junior personnel report.

SHOULD MEMBER SUBMIT HOUSING APPLICATION TO HOUSING OFFICE: A Housing Application can be submitted after reporting aboard as space permits.

WHERE DO MOST PEOPLE BANK: There is no one place that people stationed here bank.  There are most major banking institutions including Bank of America, and 1st mariner to name a couple.

IS THERE A CREDIT UNION IN THE AREA: Yes there is a Coast Guard Credit Union at the CG Yard and Navy Federal Credit Unions in a few key places.

IS THERE A MALL IN THE AREA: Yes Annapolis Mall is approx. 7 miles from the station.  The Annapolis Mall contains 160-180 stores.

IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING? We would prefer that when actually reporting aboard you come alone depending upon the day it could take several hours to actually check-in.  If you would like to show your dependants were you will be stationed it is preferred that it is done either prior to officially checking in or after checking in to keep their inconvenience to a minimum.

HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER

Station Annapolis has a lot to offer a single, non-rated person whom this might be their first experiences away from home.  Being so close to our Nation's Capitol and Baltimore which contains major sporting events, plenty of shopping and plenty of free museums (some you even have to pay for), such as the Baltimore Aquarium, Camden Yards, The Capitol, the National Air and Space Museum.  Annapolis itself, has a lot of history that you can explore.  The city offers historic tours and is generally a great place to be.  You always have someplace that you can go to get away or go with family and friends that come to visit you.
