UNIT’S MISSIONS

YELLOWFIN’s missions include Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, and Port Security.  YELLOWFIN is located at the Coast Guard Base in Charleston, SC.  YELLOWFIN also is active in public affairs giving tours to local high schools and other organizations. 

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT

Assigned to Deck Force you will be painting the cutter, assisting in the maintenance of deck equipment and gear, assisting in the updating of charts and navigational manuals, standing the navigation watch as Crewmember of the Watch, and acting as Boat Crewmember while the cutter is underway, and as Inport Officer of the Deck (OOD) while inport.  Because YELLOWFIN is an optimally manned cutter your responsibilities will lean more towards what a 3rd class petty officer would do.    

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT

Assigned to the Engineering Department you would be assisting in the maintenance of the engineering machinery including portable pumps, damage control equipment, and the small boat; cleaning and maintaining spaces assigned to the Engineering Department; standing engineering watches and acting as Boat Crewmember and Boat Engineer while the cutter is underway; and standing watch as Inport OOD.  Because YELLOWFIN is an optimally manned cutter your responsibilities will lean more towards what a 3rd class petty officer would do.  

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN

YELLOWFIN stands a one-person watch inport.  As an Inport OOD you would typically stand a 1 in 3 rotation with a maximum rotation of 1 in 6 when everyone is qualified.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN

YELLOWFIN stands a one-person watch inport.  As an Inport OOD you would typically stand a 1 in 3 rotation with a maximum rotation of 1 in 6 when everyone is qualified.

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN

While underway you will stand the Crewmember of the Watch responsible for the underway logs and lookout duties.  The rotation is 1 in 3 but on occasion, port and starboard may be necessary. 

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN

While underway you will stand the Engineer of the Watch responsible for the engineering rounds of the cutter.  The rotation is 1 in 3 but on occasion, port and starboard may be necessary.

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS 

Inform your sponsor of the time you will report.  He/She will tell the OOD that you intend report at that time.  Report to the cutter for the key to your barracks room if needed.  Remember to keep your sponsor informed of the time you are reporting so he/she can help if problems arise.  

IF UNIT IS UNDERWAY, WHERE TO REPORT

Normally if a person is reporting the cutter will try to be inport but if not, you sponsor will tell you where to go (report).  If YELLOWFIN is not inport you probably report to the Sector Administration office.  In this case your sponsor will have made arrangements for you. 

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET)

About 15 cubic Feet, You will have 1 locker for hanging cloths and under rack storage.

IS MESSING AVAILABLE

Messing is available on the cutter.  Breakfast and dinner are open galley meaning you fix and serve your self.  On the weekends all three meals are open galley.  Also available is the Sector Charleston galley but that is at your own expense. 

QUARTERS AND OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE

The barrack on base is where you will be staying until you have met the requirements for gov’t-leased housing.

IS UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE

Yes, once you have qualified as inport OOD and met all other requirements, you can be placed on the list for housing (apartment).
WHERE WILL A SINGLE NON-RATE MORE THAN LIKELY LIVE

In the barracks until all requirements have been met.

SHOULD MEMBER SUBMIT HOUSING APPLICATION TO HOUSING OFFICE

No, once you have met the requirements the Executive Petty Officer will assist you in that effort. 

WHERE DO MOST PEOPLE BANK

The new members usually chose USAA or the Navy Credit Union.  But there are many local banks.

IS THERE A CREDIT UNION IN THE AREA

The Navy Credit Union has a local branch and a few ATMs.  There are few local credit unions if that is what you desire.

There are two malls in the area, with the typical number of stores.

Coast Guard families live either on the Navy base in gov’t housing or they receive BAH and live on the economy (they rent or lease at there own expense).

Prime is available and widely used in this area.  There is a Naval hospital and Air force clinic located nearby and used by Coast Guard members and their dependents.
