4 As with most personnel transferring to a new area, your initial inquiries are probably related to area familiarization and housing issues.  If you are interested in Government Military Housing (GMH), please contact the GHM Housing Office located at Naval Station Mayport at (904) 270-8870, or visit their website at  http://www.nsmayporthomes.com/Home.aspx.  GHM is Privatized Housing, and is referred to as Public/Private Venture (PPV) housing within the Department of Defense (DOD).  If you decide to occupy GHM Housing, it is crucial that you work with your Servicing Personnel Officer (SPO) and your Local Housing Office to ensure proper pay transactions are completed.  

5. With limited Government Owned and PPV Housing, over 70% of the Coast Guard Active Duty Personnel reside on the economy in Northeast Florida Region. The current Basic Allowance for Housing rates can be found at

5 For those who qualify, typically unaccompanied E-3 and below assigned to a Coast Guard Cutter, Sector Jacksonville manages Coast Guard leased apartments. ANT Jacksonville Beach is located on 1.39 acres of land in a residential neighborhood, only a mile away from the ocean.  ANT Jacksonville Beach has no messing or berthing available.  All personnel assigned to this unit receive BAH and BAS in addition to their basic pay. Work hours are Mon.-Fri from 0700 to 1500. 

When reporting onboard after boot camp, you will be introduced to the personnel assigned at the unit and issued personal protective gear.  The XPO will assist you in filling out all necessary paperwork and housing arrangements. 

ANT Jacksonville has three trailerable Aids to Navigation boats (TANB), and four 4x4 utility trucks.  You will be given a three month period to qualify as boat crewman and ATON technician.  Since ANT Jacksonville's primary mission is to maintain and service aids to navigation, proper training will be provided to enable you to perform all necessary ATON missions and tasks. 

Personnel in the SA rating will be under the supervision of the deck department, and will be tasked accordingly to their expected field of work.  Personnel in the FA rating will work in the engineer department and assist with boat maintenance and PMS of vehicles and trailers in addition to their ATON duties. 

Since 3 of ANT Jacksonville’s boats are trailerable, new personnel will become proficient in driving utility trucks and trailers to and from the boat ramps, several of which are located in remote areas of Georgia and Florida.  New personnel will also assist in maintaining historic lighthouse and will participate in community projects.  Additionally, they will be responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of unit buildings grounds, vehicles and boats. 

Medical and recreational facilities are located at Mayport Naval Station, an eight mile drive from the unit.  Commissary and exchange facilities are available in the vicinity of the base and easily accessible for convenient shopping.  A gymnasium is located both at the Mayport Naval Station and at CG Sector Jacksonville. 

Several schooling opportunities are available in the Jacksonville area:  Florida Community College at Jacksonville, University of North Florida and Jacksonville University.

1. Congratulations on your assignment to Coast Guard Station Port Canaveral, one of the finest multi-mission stations in the coast guard. 

1 Station Port Canaveral’s area of operations within the Seventh District and Sector Jacksonville encompasses 45 miles of coastline out to 30 nautical miles near the Kennedy Space Center and historic Cape Canaveral, as well as the Banana and Indian rivers. In addition to our normal duties of search and rescue, law enforcement, homeland security and marine environmental protection, we support NASA and the Air Force by providing security zone enforcement for space shuttle and unmanned rocket launches. Port Canaveral is also the second largest cruise ship port in the world (per passengers) and the station is an integral part of security for the local cruise industry. The station is equipped with one 47ft MLB, three RBS’s. one 23’ Safe Boat, and one 18’ Flat Boat. Also located at Coast Guard Station Port Canaveral are the CG Cutters Vigilant, Confidence and Shrike as well as Marine Safety Detachment Port Canaveral and Electronic Support Detachment Port Canaveral. 

2  The surrounding area is known as the Space Coast. Medical, commissary/exchange, and family/morale support functions are available at Patrick Air Force Base, located approximately 15 miles south of Port Canaveral. The local area is well known for its beaches, surfing, sport fishing and other water activities. Located in nearby Orlando are Disney World, Universal Studios and Sea World. Historic St. Augustine, Tampa and Miami are only several hours away. 

3  The majority of married members elect to live at Patrick Air Force Base which has excellent housing, but you may elect to live on economy. Single members are required to live on the economy. The station maintains temporary quarters for single members until off-base lodging is located. Married members may utilize temporary lodging at PAFB or use commercial facilities. Unit missions: KINGFISHER's primary missions are the Enforcement of Laws and Treaties (ELT) and Search and Rescue (SAR) within Sector Jacksonville’s area of responsibility (AOR).  The AOR encompasses an area from St. Mary's River (FL/GA) line to just South of Cape Canaveral. KINGFISHER normally completes two to three short ELT patrols each month, with primary enforcement focused on commercial fisheries.  Though fisheries enforcement is our primary ELT mission, other operations include Counter Drug Ops, Alien Migration and Interdiction (AMIO), Defense Readiness, Environmental Protection and Maritime Security around the Kennedy Space Center for manned space flights. 

KINGFISHER has an average of 15 SAR cases per year.  Each case may be as routine as a disabled vessel, or as urgent as a missing swimmer or diver, vessel taking on water, vessel on fire or a downed aircraft.  Many cases happen while KINGFISHER is underway on ELT patrol.  However, it is not uncommon for the crew to be recalled during liberty time to respond to SAR.  Normally the cutter and crew are in a recall status for two weeks and then in a maintenance status for two additional weeks before repeating the cycle.  The on-recall period is when ELT patrols are scheduled.  Usually patrols are from 2 to 3 days in length.  While the cutter is in a maintenance status, much needed maintenance is completed and time for the crew to take annual earned leave is provided. 

Typical non-rated assignments: When you take your first step aboard KINGFISHER, a new life starts for you.  You are an apprentice, learning the skills and trades of the cutterman as did everyone else aboard KINGFISHER before you. Although many tasks assigned to junior members are not the most glamorous, they are some of the most important ones for the upkeep of KINGFISHER’s operational readiness and material condition.   

As a Seaman Apprentice your day to day work will be primarily maintaining the exterior and interior surfaces of KINGFISHER.  You will learn skills in surface preparation and painting, seamanship, navigation, basic engineering fundamentals and maintaining of all rescue and survival equipment. 

As a Fireman Apprentice your day to day work will primary assisting with preventive maintenance on the main diesel engines, generators, auxiliary machinery and damage control equipment.  You will learn skills in basic engineering fundamentals, seamanship and navigation. 

These are the basics of your duties whether a SA/SN or FA/FN.  You will have the opportunity to excel in many other collateral duties as long as you show the willingness to excel.  Such other duties include small boat coxswain, boarding team member, and emergency medical technician to name a few.   

Inport watch and duty rotation for non-rated members:  All newly assigned crewmembers will first break-in with a qualified watchstander until they complete the minimum skills required to stand duty by themselves. The normal break-in rotation is a 1-in-3 rotation, which means one full day of duty (24 hours) every third day.  Once qualifications are completed, duty will normally be stood in a 1-in-5 rotation, pending the number of personnel available for duty. 

One person, the in port Officer of the Day (OOD), stands KINGFISHER’s in port watch.  The OOD is the Commanding Officer’s direct representative while he/she is not on board.  The OOD is responsible for the safety of KINGFISHER and her crew.  They ensure the daily routine is carried out, engineering plant is operational, and take initial action on any emergency that may arise during the day. 

Underway watch and duty rotation for non-rated mbrs:  As with in port duty, all newly assigned crewmembers will break in with a qualified watchstander until they complete the minimum skills required to stand watch underway by themselves. The normal break-in rotation is a 1-in-3 rotation.  While underway, a watch is four hours long, and a 1-in-3 rotation allows eight hours between watches.  Once qualified, the usual rotation is 1-in-4 or 1 in-5. 

KINGFISHER's underway watchstander is the Crewman of the Watch (CMOW).  The CMOW is a combination of Quartermaster of the Watch, Boatswain’s Mate of the Watch and Engineer of the Watch wrapped up into one person.  The CMOW is responsible for maintaining the logs and navigational requirements for the cutter and completing engineering rounds to check all spaces and the engineering plant. 

Special procedures for reporting after hours: First, stay in contact with your sponsor and keep them informed of your travel plans. Try to report in prior to 1400, or contact the cutter and inform the OOD if you’re going to be late.  KINGFISHER's live watch is secured at 2200 along with Sector Jacksonville.  The Officer of the Day (OOD) will be on board the cutter but most likely in the rack and the Base Duty Officer (BDO) will be in the barracks.  The only access onto the base after hours is through an electronic gate.  Follow the instructions on the intercom for dialing KINGFISHER or the BDO. 

If unit is underway, where to report: During normal work hour's (0800-1600) report to Sector Jacksonville Administrative Office (904-564-7534). The gate guard will direct you to this office.  After hours report in to the BDO (904) 591-1705. 

How much personal storage space: Extremely limited.  You will have room for all issued sea bag items and personal clothing only.  KINGFISHER does have limited secure shore side storage area where you can temporary store larger personal items. 

Uniform normally worn during the workday: ODU 

Area weather: Summers (May-Sep) are normally hazy, hot and humid.  Average high temperatures are in the low 90's with lows in the upper 70's.  Winter (Dec-Feb) can be quite cold at times, but average high temperatures are normally in the 50's or 60’s with colder nights. It does dip below freezing in Jacksonville several times during the winter.

The Maria Bray is the twelfth of fourteen “Keeper” class coastal buoy tenders built by Marinette Marine Corporation in Marinette, Wisconsin.  The fourteen “Keeper” class cutters are named after famous lighthouse keepers. 

Maria Brays History: Maria Bray was the wife of Alexander Bray, keeper of the Twin Lights on Thatcher Island.  Maria’s husband, Alexander, was keeper of the lights from 1864 to 1869.  In December of 1864, the assistant keeper of the light fell ill, so Alexander took him to his family on the mainland.  During his absence, a storm blew in; so much snow had fallen that visibility between the mainland and the island was cut off.  On the island, Maria Bray realized she would have to keep the twin lights burning, despite the high winds, drifting snow, and nearly 900 feet between the light towers.  Maria Bray kept both lights burning from three nights until her husband managed to return from the mainland, using the lights to guide him.  The valiant Maria lived to be ninety-three and died in 1921.  Her courage and commitment to the safety of mariners is embodied by the United States Coast Guard Cutter, which bears her name. 

Units Missions: MARIA BRAY’S primary mission is maintaining over 250 Aids To Navigation in from Georgetown, South Carolina To Ft. Lauderdale, Florida, To The Bahamas.  Secondary Responsibilities include Marine Environmental Protection, Search And Rescue And Domestic Ice Breaking.  

Typical Deck Force Job Assignment: Upkeep of aids to navigation, small boat crew, painting, performing preventive maintenance on weight handling equipment, and general upkeep of the cutter. 

Typical Engineer Job Assignment: Large diesel engine troubleshooting and repair, heating and air conditioning repair, electrical repair, hazardous waste management, buoy deck crane operator, small boat engineer, and preventative maintenance. 

Inport watch type and duty rotation for E-5 and above: All E-5 and above are required to qualify as CDO’s. Watch rotation is typically 1 in 8.

Jacksonville:  Ranked fourth among large cities by Money Magazine in 1998, Jacksonville is Florida’s “first coast”.  Jacksonville is rich in history, mild in climate, and bursting with entertainment to fulfill a myriad of individual tastes.   Climate:  Jacksonville’s mild climate is ideal for an array of recreational and outdoor activities all year long. The 

summers are warm, winters have mild temperatures, while fall and spring stay cool.  The average annual temperature ranges from 67 to 76 degrees.  The coolest months are December, January and February.  July and august are typically the hottest months with temperatures as high as 95 degrees. 

Leisure activities:  Jacksonville is currently home to many sports teams, the Jacksonville Jaguars NFL team, the Jacksonville Suns minor league baseball, and a minor league hockey team. Jacksonville are open to dependents, however the dependant can opt to be seen in town. 
Is it advisable to bring dependants when first reporting: This depends on the members situation; however there are no 


quarters available on the ship for dependants.  It is not advisable to bring dependants if the member has not arranged for quarters. Is Unaccompanied Leased Housing available: Newly arriving single E-2’s and E-3’s move into the Government Leased 

Apartments in Jacksonville.  E-4 and above are authorized BAH.

Unit missions: SHRIKE's primary missions are the Enforcement of Laws and Treaties (ELT) and Search and Rescue (SAR) within Sector Jacksonville’s area of responsibility (AOR).  The AOR encompasses an area from the southern Georgia coast south to the central eastern coast of Florida (Melbourne Beach, just south of Cape Canaveral).  SHRIKE normally completes two to three short ELT patrols each month, with primary enforcement focused on commercial fisheries.  Though fisheries enforcement is our primary ELT mission, other operations include Counter Drug Ops, Alien Migration and Interdiction (AMIO), Defense Readiness, Environmental Protection and Maritime Security around the Kennedy Space Center for manned space flights and unmanned rocket launches. 

SHRIKE has an average of 15 SAR cases per year.  Each case may be as routine as a disabled vessel, or as urgent as a missing swimmer or diver, vessel taking on water, vessel on fire or a downed aircraft.  Many cases happen while SHRIKE is underway on ELT patrol.  However, it is not uncommon for the crew to be recalled during liberty time to respond to SAR. Normally the cutter and crew are in a recall status for two weeks and then in a maintenance status for two additional weeks before repeating the cycle.  The on-recall period is when ELT patrols are scheduled.  Usually patrols are from 2 to 3 days in length.  While the cutter is in a maintenance status, much needed maintenance is completed and time for the crew to take annual earned leave is provided. 

Typical non-rated assignments: When you take your first step aboard SHRIKE, a new life starts for you.  You are an apprentice, learning the skills and trades of the cutterman as did everyone else aboard SHRIKE before you.  Although many tasks assigned to junior members are not the most glamorous, they are some of the most important ones for the upkeep of SHRIKE’s operational readiness and material condition.   

As a Seaman Apprentice your day to day work will be primarily maintaining the exterior and interior surfaces of SHRIKE. You will learn skills in surface preparation and painting, seamanship, navigation, basic engineering fundamentals and maintaining of all rescue and survival equipment. 

As a Fireman Apprentice your day to day work will primary assisting with preventive maintenance on the main diesel engines, generators, auxiliary machinery and damage control equipment.  You will learn skills in basic engineering fundamentals, seamanship and navigation. 
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These are the basics of your duties whether a SA/SN or FA/FN.  You will have the opportunity to excel in many other collateral duties as long as you show the willingness to excel.  Such other duties include small boat coxswain, boarding team member, and emergency medical technician to name a few.   

Inport watch and duty rotation for non-rated members:  All newly assigned crewmembers will first break-in with a qualified watchstander until they complete the minimum skills required to stand duty by themselves. The normal break-in rotation is a 1-in-3 rotation, which means one full day of duty (24 hours) every third day.  Once qualifications are 

[image: image28.jpg]completed, duty will normally be stood in a 1-in-5 rotation, pending the number of personnel available for duty.

One persan, the in port Officer of the Day (OOD), stands SHRIKE's in port walch. The OOD is the Commanding
Officer’s direct representtive while helshe is not on board The OOD is responsible for the safety of SHRIKE and her
crow. They ensure the daily outine is carried oui, engineering plant is operstional, and take iniial action on any
emergency that may arise during the day.

Underway watch and duty rotation for nor-sated mbss: As with in port duty, all newly assigned crewmenbers will break
i with a qualified watchstander unfil they complete the minimum skils required fo stand watch underway by themselyes.
The normal break-in rolation is a 1-in-3 rotation. While underway, a watch is four hours long, and a 1-in-3 rotation allows
cight hours between watches. Once qualified, the usual rotation s 1-in-4 or 1 in-S.

SHRIKE's undenvay waichstander is the Crewman of the Watch (COW). The COW is a combination of Quartermastes of
lhe Watch, Boatswain's Mate of the Watch and Engineer of the Watch wrapped up ino one person. The COW is
responsible for meintaining the logs and navigational requirements for the culter and completing engineering rounds to
chock all spaces and the engineering plant.

Special proceduses for seporting after houss: First, stay in contact with your sponsor and keep them informed of your
ravel plams. Try to report in prior 1011300, or conect the outter and inform the Officer of the Day (OOD) if you're going
o be late. SHRIKE's ive waich is secured at 2200. The OOD will be on board the cufter but most likely in the rack and
the Station OOD can be contacted through the Communications Center, The only access onto the base afler hours is
ihrough an electronic gate, Follaw the insiructions on the intercom for dialing the communications center

Location of nearest exchange and commissary: Patrick Air Force Base has a large exchange and commissary located on base. It is approximately 20 miles from Station Port Canaveral.  Station Port Canaveral has a small exchange.

Is messing available: Yes 

Quarters and or barracks available: You will initially be living on board the cutter.  Within the first several months, while you are getting qualified, you will move into Unaccompanied Personal Housing (UPH), described below in this section. 

Rate of auto insurance for typical 18-21 yr old: $400 for six month policy.  Actual insurance rates are hard to calculate because the rate is based on type of car, driving record, previous insurer and many other factors.  Above rate was quoted by leading national insurance company for full coverage and perfect records. 

Is Unaccompanied Personnel Leased Housing available: Yes, and is mandatory for single E3 and below while stationed afloat. You will not be allowed to live on the economy. 

Where will a single non-rate more than likely live: UPH assigned housing.  Typically, this will be a one-bedroom dorm room.  UPH will cost you only telephone service and cable television, if you chose to have them hooked up.  The Coast Guard pays your rent and utilities (electrical, water and trash).  UPH is a privilege and any abuse of polices will result in losing your right to receive it, leaving you to live on the cutter. 

Should member submit housing application to housing office: No. This will be done as part of your check in process once you report to SHRIKE. 

Where do most people bank: Bank of America or First Union.  There are also numerous other regional bank branches in the area. 

Is there a credit union in the area: Space Coast Credit Union is the best credit union for members in the military in this area. There are other regional credit unions also, if you prefer to use them. 

Is there a mall in the area: Merritt Square Mall (8 miles from base) or The Melbourne Mall (30 miles from base).  Each have large retailers (Sears, Penny's, etc) and standards smaller stores inside of them. Movie theatres are located at both malls, including the Avenues at Viera shopping center.

This will avoid undo stress on yourself and your family. Your first few weeks on the cutter will be your most demanding time while attached. 
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
