UNIT’s MISSIONS: Aids to Navigation  

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:   Deck maintenance of the units boats, Rescue and Survival Systems maintenance, Boatcrewman, and Aids to Navigation Technician.
TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Engineering maintenance of the units boats, Boatcrewman, Boat Engineer and Aids to Navigation Technician.
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN:  You will typically be scheduled for duty about once every 3 or 4 weeks.  This involves having the units boats ready to get underway to maintain Aids to Navigation within our Area of Responsibility.  During your duty week, you will “daywork” from 0730-1330 Monday through Friday followed by checking the unit’s boats and message traffic during the weekends.  On your non-duty weeks, you will continue to daywork from 0730-1330 Monday through Friday with weekends off.
INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR FA/FN:   Same as SA / SN.
SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS: Do everything possible to check in to the unit during normal daywork hours Monday through Friday from 0730-1330.  If you cannot check in during these times, notify the Executive Petty Officer (XPO) at 228-323-2156 day or night to advise him of your situation.  Once the XPO has been notified, he will direct you to USCG Station Gulfport Officer of the Day.
IF UNIT IS UNDERWAY, WHERE TO REPORT:  Report to USCG Station Gulfport’s Officer of the Day if you arrive and the unit is underway.  They will direct you to us the same day. 

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE:  Station Gulfport and ANT Gulfport’s buildings got completely destroyed in Hurricane Katrina in 2005.  We are currently extremely limited on storage and cannot accommodate any personal items.  The new building is under construction and is scheduled to be finished in 2008.
