INPORT WATCH TYPE & DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN AND FA/FN: Seaman and Fireman stand the same in port duty type and rotation. New crewmembers are required to qualify as In-port Watchstanders, which includes all aspects of deck, operations, and engineering required to stand a safe in port watch.  Unqualified crewmembers stand a 1 in 3 rotation, meaning you will have duty every third day until qualified.  Once qualified, In-port Watchstander rotation is at least 1 in 4, sometimes better. 

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND ROTATION FOR SA/SN: Seamen stand the Helm and Lookout watch. Seamen are also heavily involved in all deck evolutions, including mooring/unmooring, small boat operations, buoy deck operations and towing.  Anticipate 4 hours on watch and 8 hours off. During buoy season, plan on working on deck during all day light hours. One Seaman or Fireman is assigned to mess cook duties as well. 

UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND ROTATION FOR FA/FN: Firemen will stand Oiler watches underway. Anticipate 4 hours on watch and 8 hours off, at a minimum. Firemen will have additional watches during buoy season and will also be involved in other ship’s evolutions.
