After reporting aboard you’ll be informed exactly what qualifications you’ll be expected to perform and the time frames you’ll need to become qualified in.

On average we have over 100 search and rescue cases a year, a thousand law enforcement boarding and 100 major marine events. Such as the                                           Gary Air and Water Show, Venetian Nights Parade, and the Chicago Air and Water Show, which is the largest of its kind in the world with over 1,000,000 spectators. Summer boating season is extremely busy with major happenings each week.  Our boats include, one 41-foot utility boat, six 25-foot safe boats. There are over 43 active duty members and 10 reserves. In addition,  20-man reserve harbor patrol unit attached to the unit, which will deploy throughout the district as needed.  This unit has a lot to offer.  The job is exciting and city is fantastic offering lots to do for the young recruit or seasoned sailor.  Nightlife, Museums, Music, Special Events are all part of the Chicago culture.  Chicago is a melting pot of diversity.  For being the 3rd largest city in the nation one particular slogan I have found to reflect the atmosphere of Chicago is “It’s the biggest little city you’ll every see”, which is reflective of its friendly people.
