Rochester is a scenic, four season city. A quite and cold winter makes for careful driving and dressing in layers. The winter season usually begins in late September and heads into early May. Hundreds of boats come out for the summer season and align all parts of the Genesee River and Lake Ontario. 

Work at the station is corresponding with the weather. In the winter, preparation for the summer takes priority of daily activities. Training is the area most concentrated on in the winter. While maintaining the station follows in second. Once spring and summer arrive, all the skills and training learned in the fall and winter are put to use. Break-in boat crew-members will have the opportunity to be part of a crew and become proficient in all areas of boat crew and seamanship, as well as all areas in Law enforcement.

Meet the Senior Chief
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Senior Chief Hollandsworth is a native of San Diego, California.  He enlisted in the Coast Guard in 1988 and attended basic training in Cape May, NJ.  Upon graduating as a Reserve from Recruit Training he reported to the Coast Guard Reserve Group in San Diego, California were he participated in many different units before transferring on to Active Duty in 1991 after completing Boatswain’s Mate “A” School in Yorktown, Virginia.  Senior Chief Hollandsworth’s first tour of duty on Active Duty was at Station Menemsha on Martha’s Vineyard, where he became a coxswain on the 44’ Motor Lifeboat and 41’ Utility Boat.  His career has included numerous instructor assignments; at Training Center Cape May teaching Recruit Physical Fitness and serving as a Lifeguard at the Gymnasium, Training Center Yorktown were he taught the Boatswain’s Mate Rating Course and Coxswain Course at the Boat Forces Center, and the USCGC MORRO BAY, were he assisted teaching navigation to the Officer Candidates School and the Quartermaster Rating Course.  Operationally, Chief Hollandsworth served as the Operations Petty Officer at Station Cape May and on board the USCGC MONHEGAN home ported in Key West, Florida.  Prior to reporting to Station Rochester, Senior Chief Hollandsworth was the Executive Petty Officer at Station Chatham in Chatham, Massachusetts on Cape Cod. Senior Chief Hollandsworth’s personal awards include the Coast Guard Commendation Medal with “O” device, the Coast Guard Achievement Medal with “O” device (three awards), the Coast Guard Commandant’s Letter of Commendation Ribbon with “O” device, the Meritorious Team Commendation ribbon (six awards), and numerous other awards including the Coast Guard Chief Petty Officer Academy “Spirit of the Chief” Award.

Senior Chief Hollandsworth is married to the former Stacie Anne Heffernan of Millville, Pennsylvania.  They have one daughter, Riley (10 years old) and a son, Christopher (8 years old).
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
