ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

HOMER IS A SMALL (pop. 4000), QUIRKY COMMUNITY WHICH GREATLY SUPPORTS ITS COAST GUARD.  OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES ABOUND (HUNTING, FISHING – ESP. HALIBUT & SALMON, SNOWMOBILING, SKIING, HIKING), BUT SHOPPING & “CITY” RECREATION (MOVIES, MALLS, ETC) REQUIRE A 70 MILE DRIVE TO KENAI.  CONNECTED BY ROAD TO ANCHORAGE (5 HOUR DRIVE), WHICH ALLOWS FOR PERIODIC GETAWAYS TO “THE BIG CITY”.   EXCELLENT COMMISSARY, EXCHANGE, & MEDICAL SERVICES AT ELMENDORF AFB (ADJACENT TO ANCHORAGE).    PRICES FOR MOST GOODS ARE INFLATED IN COMMUNITY (5-15%), BUT KENAI PRICES ARE SIMILAR TO CONUS.    LONG SUMMER DAYS (0500-2230 DAYLIGHT) AND SHORT WINTER DAYS (1000-1530) REQUIRE SIGNIFICANT ADJUSTMENT FOR SOME MEMBERS.   OVERALL, HOMER IS A VERY ATTRACTIVE ASSIGNMENT FOR OUTDOORS LOVERS AND THOSE WHO LIKE “SMALL TOWN AMERICA”.    DEPENDENT JOB OPPORTUNITIES ARE GENERALLY LIMITED TO SERVICE INDUSTRY (VERY DIFFICULT TO FIND PROFESSIONAL CAREER JOBS).

XO’S ADVICE:   IF POSSIBLE, SHOP A CONUS COMMISSARY TO PUT SEVERAL HUNDRED DOLLARS’ WORTH OF CANNED & NON-PERSHABLE GOODS IN YOUR HOUSEHOLD GOODS SHIPMENT….YOU WILL END UP SAVING QUITE A BIT, AS OPPOSED TO HAVING TO SHOP LOCAL RIGHT WHEN YOU ARRIVE.
