Owning a vehicle is not required but will be extremely helpful, as most personnel reporting from Cape May will be placed in Station Yaquina Bay barracks in Newport, which is 20 miles away.

The station is located in the world’s smallest navigable harbor, measuring only about 6 square acres.  The entrance to the harbor is a natural fissure in a solid rock faced cliff and is only about 45 feet wide, which gives the station its slogan “The Hole in the Wall Gang”. 

 Depoe Bay, population 800, is located in Lincoln County, Oregon.   The economy of Depoe Bay is largely fueled by tourism and the charter fishing industry.  

Lincoln County occupies a 55-mile strip of the Central Oregon coast, from Cascade Head in the north to Cape Perpetua on the south. The County's population of nearly 40,000 clusters around the five coastal towns of Lincoln City, Depoe Bay, Newport, Waldport and Yachats, with Newport being the county seat. Tourism, timber and fishing are predominant industries. The mild climate, beautiful scenery and the many recreational opportunities make Lincoln County a favorite retirement spot and a nice place to live and play. 

Rand McNally rated this area on the Oregon Coast 2nd out of 107 places around America for its mild climate -- cool summers and temperate winters. Although there are definite seasons, temperatures seldom drop to freezing or reach 90 degrees. The average rainfall is 67 inches.
