A.
Campground.
1. General.  The campground is located at the south end of Training Center Cape May off Frasier Avenue.  The area includes 2-acres of campsites and is adjacent to a playground, covered picnic pavilion, sand volleyball court, softball field, golf range, and tennis courts.

2. Authorized Users.  All eligible patrons as defined in the Coast Guard Morale, Well-Being and Recreation Manual, COMDTINST M1710.13C, are considered authorized users.  Sponsored guests of authorized patrons assigned to TRACEN Cape May are also allowed to use the campground but must assume responsibility for their guests including the payment of all fees.

3. Policies and Procedures.

a. General.  From Memorial Day Weekend through Columbus Day Weekend, tent camping is authorized at designated sites with prior approval.  No water, electrical or cable hookups are available.  Restrooms are available at the campground and both restrooms and shower facilities are available in the gymnasium.

b. Reservation Policy
(1) Reservations are required for a campsite prior to its use.  In order to make a reservation, the camper needs to submit a completed application with full payment.  Applications can be submitted to the MWR Office (located in the gymnasium) through mail, fax or email.  Once a reservation is approved, a site will be assigned to the camper.

(2) Reservations may be modified or canceled by calling the MWR Office at (609) 898-6922.  Up to 72 hours before a stay begins, the reservation may be canceled with no charge.

(3) Up to two tents and 10 people are authorized per campsite.

(4) An authorized user group is defined as a group in which at least 50% of the individuals are classified as authorized users.   Reservations for authorized user groups may be made no earlier than ninety (90) days prior.  

(5) A guest group is defined as a group in which less than 50% of the individuals are classified as authorized users.  Reservations for authorized guest groups may be made no earlier than sixty (60) days prior.  Guest groups are subject to approval by the Commanding Officer or Executive Officer.
(6) Use of the camping site is for recreation use only and is limited to a period of  (14) days at any one time.  A camper is limited to a maximum stay of (28) days within a year.  Additional days exceeding (28) days will be subject to prior approval from the MWR Director.

(7) Rental tents, camping items, and sporting equipment may be reserved prior to arriving through the MWR Office. 

c. Check-In/Check-Out.  Campers must check in at the MWR Office between 1200 and 1600 on weekdays although other alternative arrangements are possible.  Campers must check out before 1100.  Any rental items must be returned to the Gear Locker on weekdays and to the Gymnasium staff on weekends.
d. Fire and Safety.

(1) In order to have a campfire, a fire permit MUST be obtained from the Firehouse.  In addition, fires are only permitted within the permanently installed fire rings at each campsite.  Please note that fires may be limited or prohibited during certain times.
(2) Firewood is not provided and should be obtained prior to arrival.  Firewood obtained in any state other than New Jersey is prohibited.  Chopping or gathering of tree limbs on base is not permitted.

(3) Quiet hours are from 2200 to 0600.  Campers will be respectful to those around them through refraining from any loud activities or noises during this time period.

(4) The beach area on Training Center Cape May is off limits to everyone.  However, authorized beaches are accessible by walking just west of Training Center Cape May. Keep in mind that beach tags are required in Cape May.  Annual beach tags may be purchased at the MWR Office while daily passes may be purchased at multiple locations on the beach. 

(5) Many other areas surrounding the campground are off limits to everyone.  With the exception of recruit training areas, mowed grass is normally a good indicator that an area is accessible.
(6) Pets must stay in the campground area and be kept on a leash or chain.  Pets may also be exercised at the field west of the campground.  Pets are not to be left unattended and fecal matter must be scooped and properly disposed of by the owner.

(7) Fishing is available at the jetty on the southeast corner of Training Center Cape May.  In order to fish, a jetty pass must be obtained at the main gate.  Additional information is in Section 14 of the MWR Handbook.

(8) A picnic pavilion is adjacent to the campground and is available only through scheduling with the MWR Office. 

(9) There are trash and recycling receptacles available for patron convenience.  Patrons must take their trash and recycling with them when they depart and place them into the larger containers at the northwest corner of the softball field.    
(10) Beer and wine is authorized for those 21 years of age or older.  Other alcoholic beverages are prohibited.

e. User Fees:

(1) Authorized User: $10 a campsite per night or $50 per week.

(2) Guest User: $15 a campsite per night or $75 per week. 

(3) Fees can be waived for certain authorized Command events. 

f.     Conservation.  The following activities are prohibited in order to help keep the area clean and natural.
1. Trenching or digging.

2. Cutting or chopping of live or fallen tree limbs.

3. Gathering of wood.

4. Littering.

5. External generators.

6. Parking vehicles on the grass.
