Section 2.  MORALE CANOES/KAYAKS.

A.  Training Center Cape May MWR staff maintains canoes/kayaks for morale purposes.  

      1.  The canoes/kayaks are available for use by active duty and retired military personnel, civilian employees of the Training Center, reservists, auxiliarists, and their accompanied dependents.

      2.  Operators of canoes/kayaks shall:

(a) Ensure all occupants wear personal flotation devices AT ALL TIMES while on MWR canoes/kayaks.

(b) Ensure boats are not operated in the vicinity of swimmers or underwater diving
operations.

(c) Ensure not to exceed the recommended canoe/kayak occupancy.

(d) Immediately inform the MWR Section Chief of any discrepancies.

(e) Ensure no alcoholic beverages or intoxicated persons enter any canoe/kayak.  Possession or consumption of any alcoholic beverage is FORBIDDEN in or around the morale canoes/kayaks.

(f) Be aware of and adhere to small craft warnings that prohibit recreation boat operations.  It is the operator's responsibility to determine the state of the weather; however, if there is any question regarding weather forecasts, the Training Center OOD should be contacted for clarification.  If weather conditions deteriorate while underway, it is the operator's responsibility to return to the dock immediately.

(g) Return the boats when scheduled.

(h) Be aware that they will be held primarily responsible and may be liable for injuries or damages resulting from the operation of morale canoes/kayaks.

     3.  Adhere to the following Geographic Restrictions:

           (a) The Area of Operations for Canoes/Kayaks is an area not greater than 100 miles from TRACEN Cape May.  This area includes all lakes and rivers without rapids and excludes the ocean.    

     4.  Persons reserving canoes/kayaks shall:

          (a)  Submit a reservation request available at the MWR equipment facility (Gear Locker) to the MWR staff during normal working hours.  Reservations will be on a first come first serve basis.
